ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION: The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to
accept bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment
with variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.

PRICES: Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity
specified (feet, each, Ibs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be
firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date. In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern. Discounts from bid price will not be
considered in making awards.

BID BONDS AND PERFORMANCE BONDS: If required,aBidBondi n t he form of a cashierés check, certi
company, in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation, must accompany bid. Personal and company checks are not acceptable as Bid Bonds. Failure to
submit a Bid Bond as required will cause a bid to be rejected.

GUARANTY: Unless otherwise indicated in Bid Invitation, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be newly
manufactured, latest model and design, and in first class condition; and that all containers shall be new, suitable for storage or shipment and in compliance
with all applicable laws relating to construction, packaging, labeling and registration.

BACKORDERS OR DELAY IN DELIVERY: Backorders or failure to deliver within the time required may constitute default. Vendor must give written notice
to the AHTD, as soon as possible, of the reason for any delay and the expected delivery date. The AHTD has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear
valid. If reason or delivery date is not acceptable, vendor is in default.

Specifications of Maintenance/Calibration
to be
Performed on the Gyratory Compactors

1. The gyratory compactors shall be systematically inspected to insure all wearable parts both
electrical and mechanical are in proper working order.

2. Gyratory compactors shall be cleaned and lubricated. This should include all hydraulic pumps and
reservoirs, gearboxes, motors or transmissions and chain drive systems as appropriate.

3. The roller clearances and zero stop positions shall be checked and verified as appropriate.

4. The electrical components, circuit boards, and connections including machine covers and service
panels shall be checked for tightness in order to prevent electrical injury and any possibility of short
circuits.

5. All critical voltage levels shall be checked and adjusted to proper operating parameters to insure
serviceability of the compactors.

6. All safety devices and interlocks shall be tested for proper operations.

7. An NIST traceable calibration shall be performed on the interior angle, pressure, height and
rotational speed (AASHTO T 312 and TP 71) of the gyratory compactors. The exterior angle shall be
recorded after the interior angle has been calibrated. Each gyratory compactor will be tagged
with the date of the calibration and identification of the company that performed the
calibration.

8. The internal diameter (1.D.) of molds will be inspected to insure that the 1.D.’s are within specification
limits. 1.D.’s will be checked from the top to the bottom of the molds at two (2) inch intervals. Ram
faces and base plate faces shall be checked for conformance to AASHTO T 312.

9. Calibration/Verification equipment (Load cells, Angle measuring devices(Interior and Exterior),
Stopwatches and Height blocks) shall be verified for accuracy against NIST traceable standards.

10. The gyratory compactor’s software shall be updated to the latest version. .
11. All charging circuits associated with internal batteries shall be checked for proper
operation.

12. An individual, written calibration record must be furnished for each unit, including:
Manufacturer, Model Number, Serial Number, Service Performed, Date of Service, and
Signature of Technician. The written calibration record shall be furnished to the Department’s
Materials Division prior to or at the completion of the Contract.

13. The Contractor and all technicians performing performing maintenance and
calibrations under this Contract shall be qualified. The Contractor shall list all technicians
and certify that each technician is qualified and trained.
