PRICES: Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity
specified (feet, each, Ibs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be
firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date. In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern. Discounts from bid price will not be
considered in making awards.

SCOPE

Work under this project shall consist of installing new water supply source for the Fire
Suppression/Sprinkler system, located at the District 5 Headquarters Administration
Building, 1673 Batesville Bivd, Batesville, Arkansas. The project shall include the
replacement of the water supply line, the dry valve in the shop area and the installation of a
double check valve backflow preventor with detector, if required. All work for the complete
Sprinkler System Renovation shall be as called for in these Specifications, or as directed by
the Engineer. These Specifications cover the furnishing of all materials, labor, tools,
equipment, machinery, caulking, drayage, rigging, fees, permits, and any and all incidental
items required to complete the work.

LOCAL CONDITIONS

Bidders are required to visit the site prior to submission of proposal to familiarize
themselves with local conditions, including general characteristics of the existing structures
and contents and accessibility of the work.

PERMITS

The Contractor, if awarded the Contract for the Sprinkler System Renovation, shall obtain
and also pay for all permits required, shall give all legal notices, and shall pay for all fees
and taxes required for the work.

EXAMINATION SPECIFICATIONS

The Contractor shall examine the Specifications and shall become fully informed as to the
extent and character of the work to be performed. No consideration will be given to alleged
misunderstanding of materials to be furnished or work to be required under this_Contract.
Submission of a proposal is an implied consent to the conditions of these Specifications.

PROTECTION OF EXISTING FACILITY

The Contractor is advised that the work is to be performed in and on an existing building,
which is occupied. The Contractor shall exercise care and caution to prevent interference
with those working in this facility. The Contractor is also advised; that he is responsible for
protecting the existing facilities, furniture, electronic equipment, and occupants against
damage or injury from his workmen, work in progress, or the elements.
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
