ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION: The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to
accept bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment
with variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.

PRICES: Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity
specified (feet, each, Ibs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must
be firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date. In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern. Discounts from bid price will not be
considered in making awards.

BID BONDS AND PERFORMANCE BONDS: Ifrequired,aBidBondi n t he form of a cashierd6s check, cer
company, in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation, must accompany bid. Personal and company checks are not acceptable as Bid Bonds. Failure to
submit a Bid Bond as required will cause a bid to be rejected.

1. General: Furnish and install service body on one (1) 2010 Dodge 3500 Four Wheel Drive Crew Cab &

Chassis owned by Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department.

Truck is to be picked up by Successful Bidder at AHTD Equipment and Procurement, 11302 Baseline Rd.,
Little Rock. After installation is complete truck is to be delivered by successful bidder to AHTD
Equipment and Procurement, 11302 Baseline Rd., Little Rock.

If distance from Little Rock, Arkansas to bidder’s installation facility exceeds a nominal radius of 200
miles, the vehicle must be transported rather than driven to and from the installation facility. The
successful bidder will be responsible for the cost of transporting truck to bidder’s installation facility and
back to AHTD Equipment and Procurement Division after installation is complete. Successful Bidder shall
furnish proof of insurance that would cover the loss of truck while in his possession.

2. Service Body:  Standard height service body designed to mount on a 2010 year model Dodge 3500 Four
Wheel Drive Crew Cab and Chassis with dual rear wheels, 12,200 pounds GVWR, 169.5” wheelbase and
56.7” CA measurement. :

Construction: Electrically welded all steel construction with edges rolled or folded. Body shall have
longitudinal members and cross members welded for floor support. Body floor shall be constructed of
no less than 12 gauge safety tread plate.

Dimensions:

(1) Body Length: 967 —98”.

(2) Body Width: 93” —96”.

(3) Body Height: 39.5”, minimum.

(4) Body Floor To Compartment Top: 24” minimurn.

(5) Compartment Depth: 18, minimum.

(6) Floor Width: 50”—55".

Compartments: Each side of the body shall have a minimum of one (1) vertical compartment in front of
the rear wheels, one (1) horizontal compartment over the rear wheels and a minimum of one (1) vertical
compartment behind the rear wheels. Vertical compartments shall be full height and have adjustable
shelves. Each horizontal compartment shall have adjustable dividers. All doors shall be prbtected from
weather and have double panels with flush type handles and locks keyed alike. Doors shall have rubber
seals to keep out water and dust.

Crane Reinforcement: Right (curbside) rear corner of body shall be reinforced to allow for the
installation of a corner mounted service crane with a lifting capacity of 3,200 pounds.

Tailgate: Body shall have a hinged tailgate no less than 9” high that opens to floor level with chain or
arm support.

Bumper: Shall have a rear step plate type bumper with recess and ball hitch plate. Bumper brackets
shall mount to truck frame.

Lights: Combination tail and directional lights and backup lights to meet ICC regulations.
