It shall be understood that by submission of bid that bidder agrees to the conditions herein


specified and, if bid is found acceptable by the Department either in whole or in part, shall


consider this bid a contract agreement bound under these conditions.  The parties hereto


agree that this contract in all things shall be governed by the Laws of the State of Arkansas.





It is expressly agreed and understood by and between the parties hereto, and is made a 


condition precedent to the entering into of this contract, that the Chief Engineer of the 


Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department shall determine any and all


questions, or disputes, of fact which may arise concerning the conformity to the 


specifications, contract, proposals, and individual orders of the quality, quantity,


suitability, acceptability, and delivery of all materials to be furnished hereunder; and his


decision as to such things and matters shall be final, binding and conclusive upon the 


parties hereto.

CONDITIONS


ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION:  The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to accept bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment with variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.


PRICES:  Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity specified (feet, each, lbs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date.  In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern.  Discounts from bid price will not be considered in making awards.


BONDS:  If a bond is required on a bid, deposit in the form of a cashier’s check, certified check, or bid bond issued by a Surety Company in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation must accompany bid.  Personal or company checks are not acceptable.  Failure to submit bond as required will cause a bid to be rejected.  This deposit will be forfeited as liquidated damages if the successful bidder fails to execute a required Performance Bond within the period stipulated by AHTD or to perform as they bid; otherwise, the deposit will be returned to the bidder.  Checks will be returned to unsuccessful bidders; bonds will be retained.  The successful bidder may be required to furnish a performance bond and/or cashier’s or certified check in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation as a guarantee of delivery of items in accordance with specifications and within the time established by the bid.  In some cases, a certified or cashier’s check submitted as a bid bond will be held as the performance bond of a successful bidder.  Bonds must be issued by a Surety Company authorized to do business in Arkansas, and must be signed by Resident Local Agent licensed by the Insurance Commissioner to represent that Company.  Agent’s Power of Attorney must accompany the bond.  Bids involving labor may require a performance bond issued by a Surety Company (checks not allowed).  In those cases, the company issuing the bond must comply with all the stipulations above and must be named in the U.S. Treasury Department listing of companies holding Certificates of Authority as acceptable Sureties on Federal Bonds and as acceptable reinsuring companies.  Any excess between the face amount of the bond and the underwriting limitation of the bonding company shall be protected by reinsurance provided by an acceptable reinsuring company.


TAXES:  The AHTD is not exempt from Arkansas State Sales and Use Taxes, or local option city/county sales taxes, when applicable, and bidders are responsible to the State Revenue Department for such taxes.  These taxes should not be included in bid prices, but where required by law, will be paid by the AHTD as an addition thereto, and should be added to the billing to the AHTD.  The AHTD is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes on all commodities except motor fuels; and excise taxes should not be included in bid prices except for motor fuels.  Where applicable, tax exemption certificates will be furnished by the AHTD.


“ALL OR NONE” BIDS:  Bidders who wish to bid “All or None’ on two or more items shall so stipulate on the face of bid sheet; otherwise, bid may be awarded on an individual item basis.


SPECIFICATIONS:  Complete specifications should be attached for any substitution or alternate offered, or where amplification is necessary.  Bidder’s name must be placed on all attachments to the bid.


EXCEPTIONS TO SPECIFICATIONS:  Any exceptions to the bid specifications must be stated in the bid.  Any exceptions to manufacturer’s published literature must be stated in the bid, or it will be assumed that bidder is bidding exactly as stated in the literature.


BRAND NAME REFERENCES:  All brand name references in bid specifications refer to that commodity or its equivalent, unless otherwise stated in Bid Invitation.  Bidder should state brand or trade name of item being bid, if such name exists.


FREIGHT:  All freight charges should be included in bid price.  Any change in common carrier rates authorized by the Interstate Commerce Commission will be adjusted if such change occurs after the bid opening date.  Receipted common carrier bills that reflect ICC authorized rate changes must be furnished.


SAMPLES AND LITERATURE:  Samples or technical literature must be provided within 14 days of AHTD request unless AHTD extends time.  Failure to provide samples or literature within this period may cause bid to be rejected.  When required, samples of items must be furnished free of charge, prior to or after the opening of bids, and, if not destroyed, will be returned upon request at the bidder’s expense.  Each individual sample must be labeled with bidder’s name and item number.  Request for return of samples must be made within 10 days following submission of sample.  Samples from successful bidders will be retained for comparison with items actually furnished.


GUARANTY:  Unless otherwise indicated in Bid Invitation, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be newly manufactured, latest model and design, and in first class condition; and that all containers shall be new, suitable for storage or shipment and in compliance with all applicable laws relating to construction, packaging, labeling and registration.


BACKORDERS OR DELAY IN DELIVERY:  Backorders or failure to deliver within the time required may constitute default.  Vendor must give written notice to the AHTD, as soon as possible, of the reason for any delay and the expected delivery date.  The AHTD has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear valid.  If reason or delivery date is not acceptable, vendor is in default.


DEFAULT:  All commodities furnished will be subject to inspection and acceptance by AHTD after delivery.  Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the AHTD to cancel award or any portion of same, to reasonably purchase commodities or services elsewhere and to charge full increase, if any, in cost and handling to defaulting vendor.  Applicable bonds may be forfeited.


ETHICS:  “It shall be a breach of ethical standards for a person to be retained, or to retain a person, to solicit or secure a State contract upon an agreement of understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except for retention of bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial selling agencies maintained by the contractor for the purpose of securing business.”  (Arkansas Code, Annotated, Section 19-11-708).

The successful bidder or bidders shall maintain sufficient inventory of Blades to make delivery within a period not to exceed 30 days after receipt of order.  Time of delivery in excess of 30 days may be considered a factor in making awards.  The Department reserves the right to obtain blades from other sources when available for immediate use in case of any emergency or in case contractor is unable to make delivery in time to meet the requirements of the Department.

#SPECIFICATION FOR





DIAMOND SAW BLADES








1.	This specification is for new and unused premium quality circular, steel cored, diamond segmented saw blades, with diameter and segment width as specified in the Bid Invitation, to be used for cutting cured or uncured Portland Cement or asphaltic concrete of the following specified types.





Type I - 	Cured reinforced Portland Cement concrete constructed with very hard and highly abrasive river gravel aggregate.





Type II -	Cured reinforced Portland Cement concrete constructed with limestone or sandstone aggregate.





Type III -	Green reinforced Portland Cement concrete or asphalt cement hot mix constructed with limestone or sandstone aggregate.  Complete with wear guards every third segment.





2.	The core shall be high-quality grade steel conforming to the American Society for Metal (ASM) grade 4130, as a minimum, and shall contain slots evenly distributed around the circumference of the core.  These slots shall also be located between the individual diamond segments.  The steel core shall be of a quality that will resist warping, bending, splitting, or cracking.  The steel core shall be heat treated and tensioned for a minimum safe operating speed of 12,000 surface feet per minute.  Reclaimed cores are not acceptable.





3.	The individual diamond segments shall be permanently fixed, secured, and bonded to the periphery of the steel core.  The depth of diamonds in the segment shall be 0.250" minimum.  The width of the segment shall be as specified in the Bid Invitation.  The total length of segments shall be at least 80% of circumference.  The hardness of the matrix of the diamond segment shall be within the range of 95 to 115 Rockwell Hardness, Scale B.  Only Virgin 100% synthetic diamonds, not less than MBS70 grade, shall be used in the segments and they shall be within the range size of No. 30 to No. 40 mesh.  The minimum diamond content shall be 35 concentration for all blade sizes.  The diamond content shall be measured as the number of carats per cubic inch of diamond segments, 36 carats of diamonds per cubic inch of diamond bearing volume equals 50 concentration.





4.	The blade shall go through a finishing process that will expose the outer layer of diamonds in each segment and present a true circumferential surface.  The direction of blade travel established in this process will be permanently stamped on the core of the blade and readily visible.





5.	All blades shall have 1-inch-diameter arbor holes and standard drive pin holes of 3/8 inch diameter unless otherwise specified.

 6.	All blades shall conform to ANSI B7.1 and all OSHA specifications regarding diamond saw blades, and shall meet or exceed all Federal and State safety, health, lighting and noise regulations and standards in effect and applicable at the time of manufacture.





 7.	Each blade shall be identified by a blade serial number permanently stamped into the hub of the blade in an area which will not be exposed to wear.  The invoice accompanying the shipment of blades shall list all blade serial numbers included in the shipment.





	The container for each blade shall be plainly marked with name and mailing address of vendor and blade serial number.





 8.	Vendor shall be responsible for assuring that all products provided are in compliance with this specification.





 9.	The Department may select, at random, blades of each size ordered and remove segments for testing by Department laboratories, or by an independent laboratory chosen by the Department, to further determine conformance with this specification or quality standards of workmanship, material and construction techniques.  Bond hardness will be tested using the Rockwell B method.  Diamond content will be determined by dissolving the bond and weighing the diamonds.  Removed diamonds will be sieved to determine conformance with size requirements.





10.	If any of the random samples fail any of the testing criteria, the entire shipment, including unrepaired test blades, will be returned at the vendor's expense for a full refund, and the vendor will be charged with all testing costs incurred by the Department.





11.	Repairs to randomly tested blades which are found to conform to specifications will be paid for by the Department.





12.	Bidder shall provide the latest printed literature and specifications for the product being bid.





13.	The successful bidder shall provide the name and telephone number of Field Service Representative (FSR) and Alternate FSR, who shall be available to consult with Department personnel on the proper selection and use of blades.  The FSR shall be available during normal working hours for consultation.  Department personnel may contact the FSR before beginning a project for advice on the proper blade to use from the supply contract, or the FSR may be contacted during the course of a project for advice on solving any sawing problems that might be encountered during the project.





	This consulting service will not be paid for directly but shall be considered included in the price bid for the various types of blades.
