CONDITIONS

1. ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION:  The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to accept bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment with variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.

2. PRICES:  Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity specified (feet, each, lbs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date.  In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern.  Discounts from bid price will not be considered in making awards.

3. BONDS:  If a bond is required on a bid, deposit in the form of a cashier’s check, certified check, or bid bond issued by a Surety Company in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation must accompany bid.  Personal or company checks are not acceptable.  Failure to submit bond as required will cause a bid to be rejected.  This deposit will be forfeited as liquidated damages if the successful bidder fails to execute a required Performance Bond within the period stipulated by AHTD or to perform as they bid; otherwise, the deposit will be returned to the bidder.  Checks will be returned to unsuccessful bidders; bonds will be retained.  The successful bidder may be required to furnish a performance bond and/or cashier’s or certified check in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation as a guarantee of delivery of items in accordance with specifications and within the time established by the bid.  In some cases, a certified or cashier’s check submitted as a bid bond will be held as the performance bond of a successful bidder.  Bonds must be issued by a Surety Company authorized to do business in Arkansas, and must be signed by Resident Local Agent licensed by the Insurance Commissioner to represent that Company.  Agent’s Power of Attorney must accompany the bond.  Bids involving labor may require a performance bond issued by a Surety Company (checks not allowed).  In those cases, the company issuing the bond must comply with all the stipulations above and must be named in the U.S. Treasury Department listing of companies holding Certificates of Authority as acceptable Sureties on Federal Bonds and as acceptable reinsuring companies.  Any excess between the face amount of the bond and the underwriting limitation of the bonding company shall be protected by reinsurance provided by an acceptable reinsuring company.

4. TAXES:  The AHTD is not exempt from Arkansas State Sales and Use Taxes, or local option city/county sales taxes, when applicable, and bidders are responsible to the State Revenue Department for such taxes.  These taxes should not be included in bid prices, but where required by law, will be paid by the AHTD as an addition thereto, and should be added to the billing to the AHTD.  The AHTD is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes on all commodities except motor fuels; and excise taxes should not be included in bid prices except for motor fuels.  Where applicable, tax exemption certificates will be furnished by the AHTD.

5. “ALL OR NONE” BIDS:  Bidders who wish to bid “All or None’ on two or more items shall so stipulate on the face of bid sheet; otherwise, bid may be awarded on an individual item basis.

6. SPECIFICATIONS:  Complete specifications should be attached for any substitution or alternate offered, or where amplification is necessary.  Bidder’s name must be placed on all attachments to the bid.

7. EXCEPTIONS TO SPECIFICATIONS:  Any exceptions to the bid specifications must be stated in the bid.  Any exceptions to manufacturer’s published literature must be stated in the bid, or it will be assumed that bidder is bidding exactly as stated in the literature.

8. BRAND NAME REFERENCES:  All brand name references in bid specifications refer to that commodity or its equivalent, unless otherwise stated in Bid Invitation.  Bidder should state brand or trade name of item being bid, if such name exists.

9. FREIGHT:  All freight charges should be included in bid price.  Any change in common carrier rates authorized by the Interstate Commerce Commission will be adjusted if such change occurs after the bid opening date.  Receipted common carrier bills that reflect ICC authorized rate changes must be furnished.

10. SAMPLES AND LITERATURE:  Samples or technical literature must be provided within 14 days of AHTD request unless AHTD extends time.  Failure to provide samples or literature within this period may cause bid to be rejected.  When required, samples of items must be furnished free of charge, prior to or after the opening of bids, and, if not destroyed, will be returned upon request at the bidder’s expense.  Each individual sample must be labeled with bidder’s name and item number.  Request for return of samples must be made within 10 days following submission of sample.  Samples from successful bidders will be retained for comparison with items actually furnished.

11. GUARANTY:  Unless otherwise indicated in Bid Invitation, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be newly manufactured, latest model and design, and in first class condition; and that all containers shall be new, suitable for storage or shipment and in compliance with all applicable laws relating to construction, packaging, labeling and registration.

12. BACKORDERS OR DELAY IN DELIVERY:  Backorders or failure to deliver within the time required may constitute default.  Vendor must give written notice to the AHTD, as soon as possible, of the reason for any delay and the expected delivery date.  The AHTD has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear valid.  If reason or delivery date is not acceptable, vendor is in default.

13. DEFAULT:  All commodities furnished will be subject to inspection and acceptance by AHTD after delivery.  Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the AHTD to cancel award or any portion of same, to reasonably purchase commodities or services elsewhere and to charge full increase, if any, in cost and handling to defaulting vendor.  Applicable bonds may be forfeited.

14. ETHICS:  “It shall be a breach of ethical standards for a person to be retained, or to retain a person, to solicit or secure a State contract upon an agreement of understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except for retention of bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial selling agencies maintained by the contractor for the purpose of securing business.”  (Arkansas Code, Annotated, Section 19-11-708).

SIGNING MATERIALS FOR BRIDGE POSTING

DESCRIPTION:

This item shall consist of furnishing Bridge Posting Signs, Stick on Decals, and Support Assemblies (Type A) in accordance with these specifications and in conformity with the types, designs and dimensions shown on the attached drawings.

The color and size of letters, symbols, borders and background on signs shall be as shown on the attached drawings.

BRIDGE WEIGHT LIMIT SIGNS:

The sign face shall be constructed of aluminum alloy (A.S.T.M. Designation B-209, Alloy 5052-H38) and shall be 0.080" thick.

Degreasing shall be done by the vapor method or alkaline method.   Vapor degreasing shall be accomplished by total immersion of the sign panels in a saturated vapor of trichloroethylene or perchloroethylene.  Alkaline degreasing shall be accomplished by immersion of the sign panels in a tank containing alkaline solutions, controlled and titrated to the solution manufacturer's specification.  Immersion time shall depend upon the amount of soil present and the gauge of the metal.  Trademark printing shall be removed with lacquer thinner or by a controlled alkaline cleaning system.

Etching shall be done by the acid method or the alkaline method.  Acid etch shall be done by immersion in a 6% to 8% phosphoric acid solution of 100 F for a minimum of 3 minutes, then thoroughly rinsing with cold water, followed by a hot water tank rinse of 1 minute in water heated to 180 F.  Alkaline etch shall be done by etching the precleaned surface in an alkaline etching material that is controlled by titration, using the time, temperature, and concentration specified by the solution manufacturer, then thoroughly rinsing.  Remove smut with an acidic, chromium compound type solution as specified by the solution manufacturer, then rinse thoroughly.

The sign panels shall be treated by the alodizing process to uniformly provide a chemically formed light and tight amorphous coating that becomes an integral part of the aluminum alloy.  This process shall be accomplished in accordance with the recommendation of the manufacturer of the coating.

All fabrication, including cutting and punching of holes, shall be completed prior to the application of reflective sheeting.

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Sign panels shall be free of buckles, warp, dents, cockles, burrs and defects resulting from fabrication.  The surface of all sign panels shall be flat.

The Supplier shall submit a Certified Test Report to the Engineer of Materials covering sign panels.

Reflective sheeting for signs shall be Type III High Intensity Grade Reflective Sheeting from approved sources as designated by the Engineer of Materials.

Type III Encapsulated Lens Reflective Sheeting shall consist of spherical lens elements adhered to a synthetic resin and encapsulated by a flexible, transparent, weatherproof plastic having a smooth outer surface.  Type III reflective sheeting shall have a protected, precoated, adhesive backing.

The reflective sheeting material shall comply with all applicable requirements for Type III as set forth in Standard Specifications for Construction of Roads and Bridges on Federal Highway Projects, 1992 (FP 92), Section 633 and Section 718.  The Supplier shall submit a Certified Test Report to the Engineer of Materials covering the reflective sheeting.

Reflective sheeting shall be applied to properly treated sign panels with mechanical equipment in a manner specified by the sheeting manufacturer.

All legend, including letters, numerals, symbols, and border, shall have a regular outline and be clean-cut and sharp and shall have a continuous stroke and border.

The letters, numerals, arrows, symbols, border, and other features shall be produced on reflective sheeting of the sign field by a silkscreen process.  Sign messages and borders of a color darker than the sign field shall be applied to the reflective sheeting by direct process.  Sign messages and borders of a color lighter than the sign field shall be produced by the reverse process in which message and border are outlined by applying darker transparent color to the reflective sheeting of the sign field.

Transparent colors, inks and paints used in the silk screen process shall be of the type and quality recommended by the manufacturer of the reflective sheeting and shall conform to red, blue, yellow, and green colors approved by the FHWA and as shown in the MUTCD and FHWA Standard Highway Signs.


Signs shall be packaged in bundles containing no more than ten signs per bundle.  Slip sheeting and micro foam shall be used.  Each bundle shall contain only one type of sign and be shipped such that the signs are resting on edge and not lying flat.  Each bundle shall be labeled as to the type and quantities of signs.

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STICK ON DECALS:


The Supplier shall furnish single digit decals for the purpose of applying to completed signs to indicate allowable truck tonnage.  The decals shall meet the requirements of Type III reflective sheeting, shall measure three and one half inches wide and five inches tall, and shall have a pressure sensitive, pre-coated, adhesive backing.  Digits shall be black, non-reflective, four inch D series and shall be applied to the surface by the silk-screening process.  Blank decals shall also be furnished as specified.

SIGN SUPPORT ASSEMBLIES:
All posts shall be made rerolled rail steel or an equivalent steel and shall conform to the mechanical requirements of the current ASTM A499, Grade 60, and the chemical requirements of the current ASTM A1 for rails having nominal weights of 91 pounds or heavier per yard.  These chemical requirements shall include the following modified limitations:


Carbon
0.67  - 0.89 percent


Manganese
0.50  - 1.00 percent


Silicone
0.10  - 0.25 percent

The steel posts shall be a U-section channel weighing not less than 3.00 pounds per foot.  The length of the post shall be 12'-0" and shall have 3/8" holes on one inch centers beginning one inch from the top of the posts, for a distance of not less than 60 inches.  Each post shall have a galvanized aluminum finish.

METHOD OF MEASUREMENT:

Bridge Posting Signs, Stick on Decals, and Support Assemblies will be measured by the pay unit as shown below.

BASIS OF PAYMENT:
Bridge Posting Signs, Stick on Decals, and Support Assemblies will be paid for at the contract unit price bid per each.  These contract unit prices shall be full compensation for fabricating and furnishing the Bridge Posting Signs, Stick on Decals, and Support Assemblies, and for all materials, labor, tools, equipment and incidentals necessary to complete the work.
