CONDITIONS


ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION:  The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to accept bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment with variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.


PRICES:  Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity specified (feet, each, lbs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date.  In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern.  Discounts from bid price will not be considered in making awards.


BONDS:  If a bond is required on a bid, deposit in the form of a cashier’s check, certified check, or bid bond issued by a Surety Company in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation must accompany bid.  Personal or company checks are not acceptable.  Failure to submit bond as required will cause a bid to be rejected.  This deposit will be forfeited as liquidated damages if the successful bidder fails to execute a required Performance Bond within the period stipulated by AHTD or to perform as they bid; otherwise, the deposit will be returned to the bidder.  Checks will be returned to unsuccessful bidders; bonds will be retained.  The successful bidder may be required to furnish a performance bond and/or cashier’s or certified check in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation as a guarantee of delivery of items in accordance with specifications and within the time established by the bid.  In some cases, a certified or cashier’s check submitted as a bid bond will be held as the performance bond of a successful bidder.  Bonds must be issued by a Surety Company authorized to do business in Arkansas, and must be signed by Resident Local Agent licensed by the Insurance Commissioner to represent that Company.  Agent’s Power of Attorney must accompany the bond.  Bids involving labor may require a performance bond issued by a Surety Company (checks not allowed).  In those cases, the company issuing the bond must comply with all the stipulations above and must be named in the U.S. Treasury Department listing of companies holding Certificates of Authority as acceptable Sureties on Federal Bonds and as acceptable reinsuring companies.  Any excess between the face amount of the bond and the underwriting limitation of the bonding company shall be protected by reinsurance provided by an acceptable reinsuring company.


TAXES:  The AHTD is not exempt from Arkansas State Sales and Use Taxes, or local option city/county sales taxes, when applicable, and bidders are responsible to the State Revenue Department for such taxes.  These taxes should not be included in bid prices, but where required by law, will be paid by the AHTD as an addition thereto, and should be added to the billing to the AHTD.  The AHTD is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes on all commodities except motor fuels; and excise taxes should not be included in bid prices except for motor fuels.  Where applicable, tax exemption certificates will be furnished by the AHTD.


“ALL OR NONE” BIDS:  Bidders who wish to bid “All or None’ on two or more items shall so stipulate on the face of bid sheet; otherwise, bid may be awarded on an individual item basis.


SPECIFICATIONS:  Complete specifications should be attached for any substitution or alternate offered, or where amplification is necessary.  Bidder’s name must be placed on all attachments to the bid.


EXCEPTIONS TO SPECIFICATIONS:  Any exceptions to the bid specifications must be stated in the bid.  Any exceptions to manufacturer’s published literature must be stated in the bid, or it will be assumed that bidder is bidding exactly as stated in the literature.


BRAND NAME REFERENCES:  All brand name references in bid specifications refer to that commodity or its equivalent, unless otherwise stated in Bid Invitation.  Bidder should state brand or trade name of item being bid, if such name exists.


FREIGHT:  All freight charges should be included in bid price.  Any change in common carrier rates authorized by the Interstate Commerce Commission will be adjusted if such change occurs after the bid opening date.  Receipted common carrier bills that reflect ICC authorized rate changes must be furnished.


SAMPLES AND LITERATURE:  Samples or technical literature must be provided within 14 days of AHTD request unless AHTD extends time.  Failure to provide samples or literature within this period may cause bid to be rejected.  When required, samples of items must be furnished free of charge, prior to or after the opening of bids, and, if not destroyed, will be returned upon request at the bidder’s expense.  Each individual sample must be labeled with bidder’s name and item number.  Request for return of samples must be made within 10 days following submission of sample.  Samples from successful bidders will be retained for comparison with items actually furnished.


GUARANTY:  Unless otherwise indicated in Bid Invitation, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be newly manufactured, latest model and design, and in first class condition; and that all containers shall be new, suitable for storage or shipment and in compliance with all applicable laws relating to construction, packaging, labeling and registration.


BACKORDERS OR DELAY IN DELIVERY:  Backorders or failure to deliver within the time required may constitute default.  Vendor must give written notice to the AHTD, as soon as possible, of the reason for any delay and the expected delivery date.  The AHTD has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear valid.  If reason or delivery date is not acceptable, vendor is in default.


DEFAULT:  All commodities furnished will be subject to inspection and acceptance by AHTD after delivery.  Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the AHTD to cancel award or any portion of same, to reasonably purchase commodities or services elsewhere and to charge full increase, if any, in cost and handling to defaulting vendor.  Applicable bonds may be forfeited.


ETHICS:  “It shall be a breach of ethical standards for a person to be retained, or to retain a person, to solicit or secure a State contract upon an agreement of understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except for retention of bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial selling agencies maintained by the contractor for the purpose of securing business.”  (Arkansas Code, Annotated, Section 19-11-708).

#SPECIFICATION 01-50-025


FOR


PAVEMENT SKID FRICTION TEST SYSTEM


General:  Equipment shall consist of a tow vehicle and a two-wheel trailer with all necessary components to make up a locked wheel pavement friction test system meeting ASTM standard E274.  All connections between the truck and trailer will be quick to disconnect to allow easy and complete separation of the truck from the trailer.


Standardized Testing:  The trailer will use an ASTM standard ribbed tire, which can be pulled over a pavement surface by the truck at a constant velocity.  At the same time a nozzle dispenses water in front of the tire at a pre-selected interval to simulate wet pavement conditions.  The computer system in the truck shall have the capability of monitoring the electrical/mechanical devices in the trailer, during testing, to provide for constant error diagnosis, insuring the collection of accurate and dependable data.


System Software:  Software furnished with this system shall be Windows based, integrated package including data collection, reporting, and graphing and advanced system diagnostics software.  Software will provide for data reporting in a standard format, which can be loaded directly into a database or mainframe.


Tow Vehicle:  The furnished tow vehicle shall be a heavy duty, extended cab pickup truck and meet the following minimum specifications.


A.	GVWR:  No less than 10,000 pounds.


B.	Wheelbase:  Minimum of 154”, maximum of 160”.


C.	Engine:  Truck shall be powered by a gasoline engine with a minimum piston displacement of 6.8 liters equipped with dry type air cleaner and full flow oil filter.  Engine furnished shall have sufficient horsepower to perform testing at the maximum speed limit allowed by law, in rolling terrain, when fully loaded with water to the specified tank capacity.  Shall be equipped with an alternator and batteries capable of supplying sufficient electrical power required by all components of the complete system.


D.	Cooling:  Heavy duty cooling system with anti-freeze protection to –20o F, or lower.


E.	Transmission:  Automatic, with a minimum of four (4) forward speeds.


F.	Steering:  Hydraulic actuated power steering as regularly offered by manufacturer.


G.	Front Axle:  Independent Front Wheel Suspension or I Beam Type axle.  Capacity of front axle and springs shall be as recommended by manufacturer for vehicle to meet or exceed GVWR specified above.


H.	Rear Axle:  Hypoid type, full floating.  Capacity of rear axle and springs shall be as recommended by manufacturer for vehicle to meet or exceed GVWR specified above.  Rear axle ratio furnished shall be as recommended by manufacturer for specified application.


I.	Brakes:  Power with rear wheel or four wheel anti-lock and mechanical parking brake as regularly furnished by manufacturer.  Front to be disc type.


J.	Cab:  Three (3) or Four (4) Door Extended Type Cab complete with insulation and all standard interior trim, dual electric intermittent windshield wipers, right and left sun visors, factory installed electronic AM/FM radio, factory installed fresh air heater-defroster unit, key lock on right and left front doors, inside rear view mirror, and right and left side low mount mirrors.

K.	Seating:  Bucket seats shall be provided for the driver and front passenger positions.  All seats to be upholstered in manufacturer’s standard materials.  Colors to coincide with vehicle exterior color.  Seat belts shall be furnished for all seating positions.


L.	Air Conditioning:  Factory installed air conditioning.


M.	Tinted Glass:  All glass shall be tinted (windshield and front doors shall have regular tint and all remaining body glass shall be deep tinted).


N.	Speed Control:  Automatic speed control (may be dealer installed, but of same manufacturer as vehicle).


O.	Body:  All steel wide type pickup body with a minimum inside length of 96”, complete with tailgate.


P.	Wheels and Tires:  Seven (7) steel wheels complete with all season, steel belted radial tubeless tires (single front, dual rear, and one spare).  Tire size shall be as recommended by manufacturer for size and load range of vehicle as equipped.


Q.	Equipment:  Front and rear bumpers, rear license plate bracket, front and rear shock absorbers, jack and lug wrench, spare tire carrier as regularly furnished by manufacturer, self canceling Class A directional turn signals with hazard flasher switch, back-up lights, front side marker lights and front cab clearance and identification lights.


R.	Fuel Tank(s):  Minimum fuel capacity of 30 gallons.


5.	Air Compressor:  An air compressor and air storage tanks shall be furnished with the tow vehicle, providing filtered, dried and oiled air for various component operations.  Air compressor and storage tanks shall be of size, type and configuration as recommended by the manufacturer of the Skid Test System.


6.	Pavement Wetting:  The watering system shall consist of a water tank with a minimum capacity of 275 gallons, water-pumping unit and plumbing mounted in the rear of the truck.  All fittings and lines shall be manufactured from non-corrosive, marine grade material.


	The water flow system shall provide for computer activation and shall include a flow meter for monitoring flow rate.  The pump must be equipped with a drain plug for evacuating the system during freezing  weather conditions.


7.	Computer:  The system software furnished shall be user friendly with on-screen help and shall provide for self-diagnostics and a simulation mode.  The computer system shall be of the latest available unit on the market and contain all the interface and control electronics.  Computer will be equipped with a floppy disk and a CD Rom Drive.  The Monitor shall be a high resolution, flat panel display.  The Printer furnished shall be an Ink Jet Color unit for printing graphs.  The Computer System shall be conveniently located between the vehicle’s front seats to enhance driver operation.  The computer shall provide for both manual and automatic operation modes.  In the automatic mode the system must be capable of performing the skid test and recording the data according to pre-selected timing intervals.  The computer system shall provide the capability of developing and printing reports from either the tow vehicle or from any compatible office computer.


8.	Trailer:  The skid friction test trailer shall be a selective two-sided test system, constructed from materials that resist rusting and chipping.  Compartments housing the spare tire, electrical wires, and the air/hydraulic brake control system shall be sealed to protect against harsh elements.


	The trailer shall be equipped with spare wheel and tire, a powered axle jack for each wheel, to facilitate tire changes, and a tongue jack for connecting and disconnecting the tow vehicle.

	The trailer braking system shall be air over hydraulics and provide two pressures.  A lower pressure will be supplied to both wheels for normal stopping and a high pressure will be supplied to the selected wheel for quick lock-up during testing.  The brake system shall be located so that any spilled brake fluid will not damage electrical components.


9.	GPS Receiver:  The furnished Pavement Skid Friction Test System shall include a fully functional GPS System for automatically logging latitude and longitude coordinates while performing skid tests.  The following criteria apply:


A.	Maximum tracking speed of 65 mph


B.	RS-232C Serial Output, 9600 baud data format


C.	Power:  +12VDC @ 0.7 Amp from vehicle battery


10.	Warranty and Support:  The Tow Vehicle shall have manufacturer’s regular warranty.  Warranty data shall be furnished with the vehicle.


	All items not specifically covered under the tow vehicle manufacturer’s warranty shall be covered for a minimum period of one (1) year (365 days), from the delivery date, against defects in material and workmanship.  The warranty shall cover components, labor and transportation cost to location of equipment.  If equipment cannot be repaired on location, warranty shall include cost of transport to the facility where the repair work will be done.  During the period covered by warranty, the vendor shall at no additional cost provide information and/or training as necessary for the efficient operation of the system.


11.	Color:  Sherwin Williams F8W2030 Frost White Acrylic Enamel, or equal.  Front and rear bumpers, grill, mirrors and wheels on Tow Vehicle shall be as regularly furnished by vehicle manufacturer


12.	The successful bidder shall furnish the following:  Operator’s Instruction Manual with each unit delivered including Warranty Data and Operator’s Manual for tow vehicle.  The Warranty Data shall contain all necessary information such as motor and/or serial numbers and shall be signed by the selling dealer at the time vehicle is delivered to the Highway Department.  Five (5) copies of the Invoice, Certificate of Origin, Federal Excise Tax Exemption Certificate and Odometer Disclosure Statement to be furnished to Equipment & Procurement Division, P.O. Box 2261, Little Rock, Arkansas 72203.


13.	Training:  Factory trained personnel shall instruct Arkansas State Highway & Transportation Department personnel in the operation and maintenance of Pavement Skid Friction Test System furnished under this specification.


14.	Unit shall be assembled, adjusted and made ready for continuous operation at time of delivery.


All parts, accessories and tools necessary for satisfactory operation of this unit shall be furnished whether or not they are specifically mentioned in these specifications (including standard equipment as regularly furnished by manufacturer as shown on printed literature and specifications - unless specifically excluded by this specification).


15.	Successful bidder shall maintain a representative inventory of replacement parts and service facilities for servicing equipment bid on.


16.	The Arkansas Highway & Transportation Department reserves the right to require a demonstration, under actual working conditions, of the machine bid under this specification before award is made.
