CONDITIONS


ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION:  The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to accept bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment with variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.


PRICES:  Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity specified (feet, each, lbs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date.  In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern.  Discounts from bid price will not be considered in making awards.


BONDS:  If a bond is required on a bid, deposit in the form of a cashier’s check, certified check, or bid bond issued by a Surety Company in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation must accompany bid.  Personal or company checks are not acceptable.  Failure to submit bond as required will cause a bid to be rejected.  This deposit will be forfeited as liquidated damages if the successful bidder fails to execute a required Performance Bond within the period stipulated by AHTD or to perform as they bid; otherwise, the deposit will be returned to the bidder.  Checks will be returned to unsuccessful bidders; bonds will be retained.  The successful bidder may be required to furnish a performance bond and/or cashier’s or certified check in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation as a guarantee of delivery of items in accordance with specifications and within the time established by the bid.  In some cases, a certified or cashier’s check submitted as a bid bond will be held as the performance bond of a successful bidder.  Bonds must be issued by a Surety Company authorized to do business in Arkansas, and must be signed by Resident Local Agent licensed by the Insurance Commissioner to represent that Company.  Agent’s Power of Attorney must accompany the bond.  Bids involving labor may require a performance bond issued by a Surety Company (checks not allowed).  In those cases, the company issuing the bond must comply with all the stipulations above and must be named in the U.S. Treasury Department listing of companies holding Certificates of Authority as acceptable Sureties on Federal Bonds and as acceptable reinsuring companies.  Any excess between the face amount of the bond and the underwriting limitation of the bonding company shall be protected by reinsurance provided by an acceptable reinsuring company.


TAXES:  The AHTD is not exempt from Arkansas State Sales and Use Taxes, or local option city/county sales taxes, when applicable, and bidders are responsible to the State Revenue Department for such taxes.  These taxes should not be included in bid prices, but where required by law, will be paid by the AHTD as an addition thereto, and should be added to the billing to the AHTD.  The AHTD is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes on all commodities except motor fuels; and excise taxes should not be included in bid prices except for motor fuels.  Where applicable, tax exemption certificates will be furnished by the AHTD.


“ALL OR NONE” BIDS:  Bidders who wish to bid “All or None’ on two or more items shall so stipulate on the face of bid sheet; otherwise, bid may be awarded on an individual item basis.


SPECIFICATIONS:  Complete specifications should be attached for any substitution or alternate offered, or where amplification is necessary.  Bidder’s name must be placed on all attachments to the bid.


EXCEPTIONS TO SPECIFICATIONS:  Any exceptions to the bid specifications must be stated in the bid.  Any exceptions to manufacturer’s published literature must be stated in the bid, or it will be assumed that bidder is bidding exactly as stated in the literature.


BRAND NAME REFERENCES:  All brand name references in bid specifications refer to that commodity or its equivalent, unless otherwise stated in Bid Invitation.  Bidder should state brand or trade name of item being bid, if such name exists.


FREIGHT:  All freight charges should be included in bid price.  Any change in common carrier rates authorized by the Interstate Commerce Commission will be adjusted if such change occurs after the bid opening date.  Receipted common carrier bills that reflect ICC authorized rate changes must be furnished.


SAMPLES AND LITERATURE:  Samples or technical literature must be provided within 14 days of AHTD request unless AHTD extends time.  Failure to provide samples or literature within this period may cause bid to be rejected.  When required, samples of items must be furnished free of charge, prior to or after the opening of bids, and, if not destroyed, will be returned upon request at the bidder’s expense.  Each individual sample must be labeled with bidder’s name and item number.  Request for return of samples must be made within 10 days following submission of sample.  Samples from successful bidders will be retained for comparison with items actually furnished.


GUARANTY:  Unless otherwise indicated in Bid Invitation, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be newly manufactured, latest model and design, and in first class condition; and that all containers shall be new, suitable for storage or shipment and in compliance with all applicable laws relating to construction, packaging, labeling and registration.


BACKORDERS OR DELAY IN DELIVERY:  Backorders or failure to deliver within the time required may constitute default.  Vendor must give written notice to the AHTD, as soon as possible, of the reason for any delay and the expected delivery date.  The AHTD has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear valid.  If reason or delivery date is not acceptable, vendor is in default.


DEFAULT:  All commodities furnished will be subject to inspection and acceptance by AHTD after delivery.  Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the AHTD to cancel award or any portion of same, to reasonably purchase commodities or services elsewhere and to charge full increase, if any, in cost and handling to defaulting vendor.  Applicable bonds may be forfeited.


ETHICS:  “It shall be a breach of ethical standards for a person to be retained, or to retain a person, to solicit or secure a State contract upon an agreement of understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except for retention of bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial selling agencies maintained by the contractor for the purpose of securing business.”  (Arkansas Code, Annotated, Section 19-11-708).

HYDRAULIC DRIVEN CHEMICAL & MATERIAL SPREADER


WITH LIQUID CALCIUM CHLORIDE SPRAY SYSTEM


7.5 CUBIC YARDS CAPACITY


General:  This specification is intended to cover a 7.5 cubic yards struck capacity hydraulic driven chemical and material spreader for use in AHTD dump trucks.  The spreader shall also be equipped with a liquid calcium chloride spray system designed to operate on 12 volts DC.


Type:  Shall be designed for mounting in dump body with spinner at the rear and below floor of dump body.  The spreader shall be a self-contained unit with hopper type body, conveyor system, hydraulic drive, spinner and all necessary components integrally mounted as single unit.  Material application rate charts are to be furnished with each unit.  Shall have the capacity to spread material to a maximum width of not less than 24’.  Pattern and rate to be adjustable from approximately 200 lbs. – 2,000 lbs. per mile for chemicals and from approximately 500 lbs. - 10,000 lbs. per mile for sand.


Hopper Body:  Hopper shall have a minimum struck capacity of 7.5 cubic yards.  Shall be electrically welded construction, adequately reinforced, with no less than 10 gauge high grade steel sides.  Sides to slope approximately 45 degrees to allow material to feed into conveyor by gravity.  Shall have not less than 7 gauge high grade steel bottom.  A screen to keep oversize material from entering hopper shall be provided with the spreader.


Conveyor:  Shall be designed to handle sand, cinders and de-icing chemicals discharging material to spinner at rear of spreader.  All material used in conveyor and housing shall be rust, corrosion and abrasive resistant.


Drive:  Conveyor and spinner shall be driven by hydraulic motors.  Drive to conveyor and spinner assembly to be as regularly furnished by manufacturer.  Shall be designed to operate on an open center hydraulic system with a minimum output of 15 gpm at 1,500 psi.  (Hydraulic pump will be furnished by AHTD.)  A 20 gallon minimum capacity hydraulic reservoir designed for frame mounting shall be provided.  Reservoir shall have filler cap, screen and replaceable 10 micron return line filter.  Reservoir suction line fitting shall be sized for no less than 1-1/4” ID suction hose.


Hydraulic Controls:  A pressure  compensated dual flow control with built-in pressure relief valve and manual on-off for in-cab mounting shall be provided.  Valve to provide independent variable speed controls for spinner and conveyor.


Spinner Disc:  Spreader shall be equipped with a “Urethane Spinner” consisting of a one-piece polyurethane disc with a minimum of four (4) molded fins.  Spinner disc shall have a minimum diameter of 18” and have a vertical adjustment of no less than 12”.  Spinner shaft shall be mounted on anti-friction bearings with grease fittings or direct to hydraulic motor.  Spinner assembly shall have a minimum of three (3) adjustable material deflectors to help regulate spreading pattern.


Discharge Gate:  Material discharge to be controlled by adjustable discharge gate to spinner chute with positive locking device.


Mounting:  Spreader shall be designed for mounting in dump body which has the hydraulic cylinder hoist housing in the front of the body.  Body has an inside length of 144”, an inside width of 84” and is mounted on a tandem axle truck with 84” cab to axle measurement.  The hydraulic cylinder hoist housing is 19.5” wide at the bottom and extends 27” into the bed.  Width at top is 14” and extends 10” into the bed.  Overall height of the housing is 39.5”.  Hold down equipment for dump body mounting shall be furnished.  Spreader shall be equipped with lifting bails.

10.	Liquid Calcium Chloride Spray System:  Shall be designed to use in conjunction with chemical and material spreader specified above.  The system shall spray a liquid de-icing solution directly onto the material as it leaves the conveyor and before it reaches the spinner.


	The spray system provided shall be electric operated, designed to spray a constant deicing solution on material being spread.  The system shall be complete with a liquid spray pump, in-cab controls, hose kit with a minimum of two (2) spray nozzles, spray tanks and all necessary hoses and fittings to make the system complete.  Spray system shall be capable of spraying calcium and magnesium chloride, glycol, liquid urea, or other liquid de-icing solutions.  All parts that come in contact with liquid being sprayed shall be corrosion resistant.  All components shall be rated at no less than 150 psi working pressure.


A.	Drive System:  Shall be a 12 volt DC electric motor/pump combination with an internal circuit breaker.  The pump shall be a diaphragm type resistant to the effects of the de-icing solutions specified above and have a minimum output rating of 2.8 gpm.  Output shall remain constant regardless of conveyor/spinner speed.


B.	Controls:  Shall have an in-cab mounted switch to provide immediate on/off capability.  An indicator light (green) shall be provided to show when power is on.  An additional indicator light (red) shall be provided to warn of low system pressure or low solution level in the reservoirs.  A variable speed control shall be furnished for increasing or decreasing saturation of the material to be spread.


C.	Sprayer Reservoirs:  A minimum of two (2) reservoirs with a capacity of no less than 60 gallons each shall be provided.  Reservoirs shall be molded polyethylene construction and be complete with replaceable screen line strainer, shut-off valves and mounting hardware.  The reservoirs shall be angle formed to allow for mounting to the sides of the chemical and material spreader specified above.  (Sides of spreader are to have an approximate 45o slope).  The reservoirs shall be designed so that one (1) reservoir is mounted on each side of the spreader with all fill openings, shut-off valves, etc. readily accessible.  Each reservoir shall have nominal dimensions of no more than 20” wide at the bottom, no more than 9” wide at the top and no more than 27” high.  Length shall be as required for specified capacity.


D.	Nozzles:  There shall be a minimum of two (2) brass spray nozzles equipped with cores, discs and mounting hardware.


11.	Color:  Spreaders shall be painted Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department Omaha Orange, Sherwin-Williams No. F1E 4143 Kem Transport Enamel, or equal.


12.	Warranty:  Spreaders purchased under this specification shall be warranted against defects in material and workmanship for a minimum period of six (6) months from the date units are placed in service by AHTD.  If manufacturer’s standard warranty is for a period in excess of six months, the standard warranty shall apply.


13.	The successful bidder shall furnish one (1) Operator’s Instruction Manual with each unit delivered.  In addition, one (1) copy of Operator’s Instruction Manual and three (3) copies each of Shop Repair Manual and Parts Book shall be furnished to Equipment and Procurement Division, P.O. Box 2261, Little Rock, AR  72203 (11302 W. Baseline Road, Little Rock, AR  72209, if shipping UPS).


	The successful bidder is requested to provide information on the availability of Shop Repair Manuals and Parts Manuals on computer media (CD ROM, Floppy Disks, Etc.).


14.	All parts, accessories and tools necessary for satisfactory operation of unit shall be furnished whether or not they are specifically mentioned in this specification (including standard equipment as regularly furnished by manufacturer as shown on printed literature and specifications - unless specifically excluded by this specification).  Complete installation instructions, including hydraulic system and liquid calcium chloride spray system, shall be furnished with each unit.


15.	Bidder shall maintain a representative inventory of replacement parts and service facilities for servicing equipment bid.
