CONDITIONS


ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION:  The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to accept bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment with variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.


PRICES:  Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity specified (feet, each, lbs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date.  In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern.  Discounts from bid price will not be considered in making awards.


BONDS:  If a bond is required on a bid, deposit in the form of a cashier’s check, certified check, or bid bond issued by a Surety Company in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation must accompany bid.  Personal or company checks are not acceptable.  Failure to submit bond as required will cause a bid to be rejected.  This deposit will be forfeited as liquidated damages if the successful bidder fails to execute a required Performance Bond within the period stipulated by AHTD or to perform as they bid; otherwise, the deposit will be returned to the bidder.  Checks will be returned to unsuccessful bidders; bonds will be retained.  The successful bidder may be required to furnish a performance bond and/or cashier’s or certified check in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation as a guarantee of delivery of items in accordance with specifications and within the time established by the bid.  In some cases, a certified or cashier’s check submitted as a bid bond will be held as the performance bond of a successful bidder.  Bonds must be issued by a Surety Company authorized to do business in Arkansas, and must be signed by Resident Local Agent licensed by the Insurance Commissioner to represent that Company.  Agent’s Power of Attorney must accompany the bond.  Bids involving labor may require a performance bond issued by a Surety Company (checks not allowed).  In those cases, the company issuing the bond must comply with all the stipulations above and must be named in the U.S. Treasury Department listing of companies holding Certificates of Authority as acceptable Sureties on Federal Bonds and as acceptable reinsuring companies.  Any excess between the face amount of the bond and the underwriting limitation of the bonding company shall be protected by reinsurance provided by an acceptable reinsuring company.


TAXES:  The AHTD is not exempt from Arkansas State Sales and Use Taxes, or local option city/county sales taxes, when applicable, and bidders are responsible to the State Revenue Department for such taxes.  These taxes should not be included in bid prices, but where required by law, will be paid by the AHTD as an addition thereto, and should be added to the billing to the AHTD.  The AHTD is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes on all commodities except motor fuels; and excise taxes should not be included in bid prices except for motor fuels.  Where applicable, tax exemption certificates will be furnished by the AHTD.


“ALL OR NONE” BIDS:  Bidders who wish to bid “All or None’ on two or more items shall so stipulate on the face of bid sheet; otherwise, bid may be awarded on an individual item basis.


SPECIFICATIONS:  Complete specifications should be attached for any substitution or alternate offered, or where amplification is necessary.  Bidder’s name must be placed on all attachments to the bid.


EXCEPTIONS TO SPECIFICATIONS:  Any exceptions to the bid specifications must be stated in the bid.  Any exceptions to manufacturer’s published literature must be stated in the bid, or it will be assumed that bidder is bidding exactly as stated in the literature.


BRAND NAME REFERENCES:  All brand name references in bid specifications refer to that commodity or its equivalent, unless otherwise stated in Bid Invitation.  Bidder should state brand or trade name of item being bid, if such name exists.


FREIGHT:  All freight charges should be included in bid price.  Any change in common carrier rates authorized by the Interstate Commerce Commission will be adjusted if such change occurs after the bid opening date.  Receipted common carrier bills that reflect ICC authorized rate changes must be furnished.


SAMPLES AND LITERATURE:  Samples or technical literature must be provided within 14 days of AHTD request unless AHTD extends time.  Failure to provide samples or literature within this period may cause bid to be rejected.  When required, samples of items must be furnished free of charge, prior to or after the opening of bids, and, if not destroyed, will be returned upon request at the bidder’s expense.  Each individual sample must be labeled with bidder’s name and item number.  Request for return of samples must be made within 10 days following submission of sample.  Samples from successful bidders will be retained for comparison with items actually furnished.


GUARANTY:  Unless otherwise indicated in Bid Invitation, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be newly manufactured, latest model and design, and in first class condition; and that all containers shall be new, suitable for storage or shipment and in compliance with all applicable laws relating to construction, packaging, labeling and registration.


BACKORDERS OR DELAY IN DELIVERY:  Backorders or failure to deliver within the time required may constitute default.  Vendor must give written notice to the AHTD, as soon as possible, of the reason for any delay and the expected delivery date.  The AHTD has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear valid.  If reason or delivery date is not acceptable, vendor is in default.


DEFAULT:  All commodities furnished will be subject to inspection and acceptance by AHTD after delivery.  Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the AHTD to cancel award or any portion of same, to reasonably purchase commodities or services elsewhere and to charge full increase, if any, in cost and handling to defaulting vendor.  Applicable bonds may be forfeited.


ETHICS:  “It shall be a breach of ethical standards for a person to be retained, or to retain a person, to solicit or secure a State contract upon an agreement of understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except for retention of bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial selling agencies maintained by the contractor for the purpose of securing business.”  (Arkansas Code, Annotated, Section 19-11-708).

INSTALLATION OF RAISED ROOF AND ADA ACCESSIBILITY OPTIONS 





PURPOSE OF SPECIFICATIONS





This installation shall be a conversion of a standard production passenger van which will be used to transport persons in both rural and urban areas.  Bidders will be required to provide modified paratransit vehicles produced by an after-market manufacturing process that remove the standard roof and replaces it with a steel reinforced fiberglass raised roof.  The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department will supply the appropriate standard production model passenger van which shall be the most current production model. 


 


Proposed manufacturers must have adequate experience and ability to guarantee quality workshop and material demonstrated through a minimum of five (5) manufacturing experience producing the same or similar type of conversions units. Customer references and inspection of previously converted vehicles may be required by the Department.





The roof conversion shall meet the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard No. 220, Part 571, Section 220-1, 41 Federal Register 3874, January 27, 1976.  All equipment provided must meet or exceed State and Federal requirements applicable to the equipment.  All parts not specifically mentioned which are necessary in order to provide a complete vehicle, shall, at a minimum, conform in strength, quality of material and workmanship to what is provided by the automotive industry generally.  All equipment and parts shall be new. This vehicle shall meet all ADA requirements for a paratransit demand response vehicle.





GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS





Modifications must comply with all Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards.


Seating capacity for vehicle shall be determined by the optional equipment and seating desired. 


Driver’s seat and forward passenger’ OEM seat shall be retained.   Rear OEM seats may or may not be used dependent upon seating options selected.  All OEM seats removed are the property of the Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department and must be returned.


Rear optional passenger seating shall be a combination of transit type seats which permit a center aisle, and shall include forward facing single and double type fixed seats, forward facing single and double fold-a-way seats, aisle facing single or double flip style seats, or aisle facing single and double fixed type.    Passenger securement belts shall be installed for each passenger location   Minimum knee room on transverse mounted seats shall be 26”.   Upholstery material shall be of a vinyl type commonly utilized in transit type applications and offered in the standard variety of colors.   Optional cloth type upholstery material shall be a heavy cloth type  commonly used in transit applications and offered in the standard variety of colors.  Upholstery colors selection shall blend with the OEM color scheme.  Optional seats shall be the Freedman Feather Weight Low Back, Feather Handi-Flip and BV Foldaway or approved equals.


Flooring material shall be exterior grade water-resistant plywood no less than 5/8” thick. 


Floor covering shall be rubber with a minimum of 1/8-inch thickness.  The floor covering shall be color keyed to the interior and seats subject to approval by the purchaser.


Interior finish shall be a type material of sufficient thickness and durability to maintain its appearance under heavy usage, and adequately supported to prevent buckling.  Material and color shall be keyed to the OEM color and subject to approval by the purchaser.  The OEM interior shall be used to the maximum extent possible.


A grab rail constructed of stainless steel tubing shall be installed adjacent to the entrance access to aid passenger with boarding.  Location shall be dependent upon OEM design and subject to approval by the purchaser.  On-seat grab handles shall be mounted on all adjacent isle seats to provide for a passenger secure holding area for front to rear.


Modifications or alterations to the OEM rear bumper are acceptable provided such modifications or alteration retain the general appearance and aesthetics of the OEM equipment and do not impair the bumper’s ability to withstand impacts equal to or greater then the OEM bumper.  After market bumpers designed for the modification or alteration application are acceptable provided they comply with OEM standards.


Raised roof dome cap shall be insulated with fiberglass mats or equivalent to the maximum extent possible.


Optional lift shall be rear mounted inside the vehicle and rear lift doors shall have a securement device acceptable to the Department that prevents doors from closing during loading and unloading.  If required, the OEM doorstops shall be extended to eliminate lift-striking doors. Lift must meet all ADA requirements and specification and have a minimum load rating of 650 pounds.  Lift activation shall be electro/hydraulic, or by a combination of manual and electro/hydraulic means.  ADA decals shall be affixed to the outside of the vehicle as is appropriate.


Wheelchair securement system shall be installed when optional lift is installed.  Securement system shall be a seven point Q-Straint tiedown with lap and shoulder belts or an equivalent.  A storage pouch, designed to accommodate restraint belts and constructed from commercial type heavy cloth type material, shall be affixed to the inside of the vehicle in a location easily accessible and does not interfere with passenger comfort or seating placement.


Raised roof dome cap shall be of a style and aerodynamic design that provides the lowest possible profile with minimum wind resistance.  The raised roof dome cap shall provide a minimum center aisle height of sixty (62) inches.  Installation shall be performed to ensure the original manufacturer’s side body integrity and impact strength.   Style and design subject to approval by the Department.


The roof dome cap shall be designed, constructed, and installed to ensure the maximum rollover protection required by federal and state motor carrier safety regulations. 


Rear door entrance will be 56 inches minimum.


 Rear suspension shall be added to accommodate the increase in weight of lift equipment and carrying wheelchair passengers.  


Optional luggage/package holder shall be constructed of stainless steel tubing with the length to be determined by application.  The holder will be 24 inches, or less, in depth and shall contain rear and side containment barriers.  Design subject to approval by the purchaser.


Reflective safety tape shall be applied below the passenger window area on both the right and left sides, and on the rear of the vehicle around the perimeter of all emergency windows and doors.  Tape shall be a two-inch wide, high intensity, white reflective type and shall be subject to testing approval by the purchaser.

All equipment and parts shall be new and conform in strength, quality of material and workmanship to those approved by and generally utilized by the automotive industry and meets all applicable standards.


A placard shall be installed in a location clearly visible to the driver stating the appropriate height restriction for the vehicle.

LOW PROFILE PARATRANSIT CONVERSION VAN with ADA Accessibility Options 


 





PURPOSE OF SPECIFICATIONS





This item shall be a vehicle suitable for commercial transit operations.  The intent for these specifications is to set-forth the minimum performance for a commercial paratransit van.  The vehicle shall be a conversion of a standard production passenger van, which will be used to transport passenger living in urban and rural areas.  Equipped as an option with an rear mounted undercarriage wheelchair lift and securement devices, this vehicle shall accommodate various seating combinations for both ambulatory and non-ambulatory passengers and will be required to operate on all types of neighborhood streets and rural roads with frequent starts and stops.





The roof conversion shall meet the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard No. 220, Part 571, Section 220-1, 41 Federal Register 3874, January 27, 1976.  All equipment provided must meet or exceed State and Federal requirements applicable to the equipment.  All parts not specifically mentioned which are necessary in order to provide a complete vehicle, shall, at a minimum, conform in strength, quality of material and workmanship to what is provided by the automotive industry generally.  All equipment and parts shall be new. This vehicle shall meet all ADA requirements for a paratransit demand response vehicle.





CLASSIFICATION OF VEHICLE





The vehicle used for this conversion shall be the most current production model available, incorporating the latest engineering change, in a GVWR sufficient to accommodate all modifications and maximum passenger loading. 





PRINCIPAL DIMENSIONS & SPECIFICATIONS





1.	Vehicle and modifications must comply with all Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards.


2.	Seating capacity for vehicle shall be 12 passenger excluding driver using a combination of single and double forward facing seats.  Optional lift and desired tiedown locations will determine optional seating desired. 


3.	Engine shall be the maximum horsepower rated gasoline, or optional diesel fueled, eight- (8) cylinder of the type recommended by manufacturer.


4.Fuel tank capacity shall be the largest available for the OEM model used and located in a protected area under the floor.


5.	Transmission shall be automatic shift of the type recommended by manufacturer with either a built-in or external transmission oil cooler.  Backup alarm controlled by transmission shift control in the reverse position shall be furnished.


6.	Drive shaft shall have a safety guard to prevent a broken shaft from touching the ground or contacting brake lines.


7.	Suspension system shall be load rated and heaviest duty available for the GVWR of the vehicle provided.  Stabilizer bars shall be provided on front.  Rear suspension must accommodate increased load capacity of optional lift. 


8.	Tires and wheels shall be the OEM standard tubeless radials for the size and GVWT furnished.   OEM spare tire shall be of the type and size provided on the vehicle and shall be mounted either on or in the vehicle at a location as may be determined by the floor planned desired by the purchaser.  OEM vehicle jack and tools to be provided.


9.	Alternator shall be of the maximum amperage output available from the OEM.


10.	Side windows shall be manufacturer’s standard.  All glass shall be tinted color smoke gray, darkest available according to OEM standards and specifications.


11.	Interior lights shall include a minimum of six (6) passenger ceiling mounted  courtesy lights, one (1) driver courtesy light and one or more shielded stepwell lights.


12.	Driver’s seat and the front passenger seat, if retained, shall be the OEM equipped seating.  Driver’s seat must be adjustable.  Optional driver’s seat shall be provided and shall be a Freedman Sport Seat or approved equal.


13.	Rear optional passenger seating shall be a combination of transit type seats which permit a center aisle, and shall include forward facing single and double type fixed seats, forward facing single and double fold-a-way seats, aisle facing single or double flip style seats, or aisle facing single and double fixed type.    Passenger securement belts shall be installed for each passenger location   Minimum knee room on transverse mounted seats shall be 26”.   Upholstery material shall be of a vinyl type commonly utilized in transit type applications and offered in the standard variety of colors.   Optional cloth type upholstery material shall be a heavy cloth type  commonly used in transit applications and offered in the standard variety of colors.  Upholstery colors selection shall blend with the OEM color scheme.   Optional seats shall be the Freedman Feather Weight Low Back, Feather Handi-Flip and BV Foldaway or approved equals.


14.	Flooring material shall be an exterior grade water resistant plywood no less than 5/8” thick. 


15.	Floor covering shall be rubber with a minimum of 1/8-inch thickness.  The floor covering shall be color keyed to the interior and seats subject to approval by the purchaser.


16.	Interior finish shall be a type material of sufficient thickness and durability to maintain its appearance under heavy usage, and adequately supported to prevent buckling.  Material and color shall be keyed to the OEM color and subject to approval by the purchaser.  The OEM interior shall be used to the maximum extent possible.


17.	Step and stepwell shall be designed and constructed of corrosion resistant materials with adequate strength and reinforcing to accommodate a 250-pound passenger.  Maximum riser height shall be 10 inches with a minimum tread depth of 8 inches.	


18.	A grab rail constructed of stainless steel tubing shall be installed adjacent to the entrance access to aide passenger with boarding.  Location shall be dependent upon OEM design and subject to approval by the purchaser.  On-seat grab handles shall be mounted on all adjacent isle seats to provide for a passenger secure holding area for front to rear.


19.	Heater/defroster with auxiliary rear heating unit shall be the heaviest duty available for the OEM model used and shall achieve and maintain an interior temperature of 65 F when the ambient temperature is 0 F. 


20.	Windshield wipers/washers to be manufacturer’s standard OEM with intermittent wiper capability.


21.	Vehicle body paint color shall be white as supplied by OEM.


22.	Rustproofing shall be applied to the entire underbody, including wheelhousing.  Undercoating shall be TST or approved equal.


�
23.	Bumpers shall be provided at both front and rear.  Finish may be anodized aluminum or steel chrome plated. Modifications or alterations to the OEM rear bumper are acceptable provided such modifications or alterations retain the general appearance and aesthetics of the OEM equipment and do not impair the bumper’s ability to withstand impacts equal to or greater then the OEM bumper.  After market bumpers designed for the modification or alteration application are acceptable provided they comply with OEM standards.


24.	Insulation shall be the heaviest available for the OEM model used and the roof cap  shall be insulated with fiberglass mats or equivalent  to the maximum extent possible.


25.	Air conditioning shall be the manufacturer’s largest available BTU output OEM system with auxiliary rear cooling capability.	


26.	Width, aisle - may vary according to seating configuration.


27.	Optional lift shall be rear mounted under the vehicle in a stainless steel and/or aluminum weatherproof enclosure.  Lift shall be a rear frame mounted undercarriage frame  style.  Lift must meet all ADA requirements and specification and have a minimum load rating of 650 pounds.  Lift activation shall be electro/hydraulic, or by a combination of manual and electro/hydraulic means.  ADA decals shall be affixed to the outside of the vehicle as is appropriate.


28.	Wheelchair securement system shall be installed when optional lift is installed.  Securement system shall be a seven point Q-Straint tiedown with lap and shoulder belts or an equivalent.  A storage pouch for each set of tiedowns, designed to accommodate restraint belts and constructed from commercial type heavy cloth type material, shall be affixed to the inside of the vehicle in a location easily accessible and does not interfere with passenger comfort or seating placement.


29.	Raised roof dome cap shall be of a style and aerodynamic design that provides the lowest possible profile with minimum wind resistance.  The raised roof dome cap shall be a maximum of sixteen (16) inches height and shall provide a minimum center aisle height of sixty (60) inches.  Installation shall be performed to ensure the original manufacturer’s side body integrity and impact strength.   The roof cap shall be designed, constructed, and installed to ensure the maximum rollover protection required by federal and state motor carrier safety regulations.


30.	Reflective safety tape shall be applied below the passenger window area on both the right and left sides, and on the rear of the vehicle around the perimeter of all emergency windows and doors.  Tape shall be shall be a two-inch wide, high intensity, white reflective type and shall be subject to testing approval by the purchaser.

PURPOSE OF SPECIFICATIONS





This item shall be a vehicle suitable for public transportation.  The intent for these specifications is to set-forth the minimum performance for a commercial paratransit van.  The vehicle shall be a conversion of a standard production fifteen-passenger van, which will be used to transport elderly and disabled persons living in urban and rural areas.  Equipped as an option with a wheelchair lift and securement devices, this vehicle shall accommodate various seating combinations for both ambulatory and wheelchair passengers and will be required to operate on all types of neighborhood streets and rural roads with frequent starts and stops.





The roof conversion shall meet the Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standard No. 220, Part 571, Section 220-1, 41 Federal Register 3874, January 27, 1976.  All equipment provided must meet or exceed State and Federal requirements applicable to the equipment.  All parts not specifically mentioned which are necessary in order to provide a complete vehicle, shall, at a minimum, conform in strength, quality of material and workmanship to what is provided by the automotive industry generally.  All equipment and parts shall be new. This vehicle shall meet all ADA requirements for a paratransit demand response vehicle.





CLASSIFICATION OF VEHICLE





The vehicle used for this conversion shall be the most current production model available, incorporating the latest engineering change, in a GVWR sufficient to accommodate all modifications and maximum passenger loading. 








PRINCIPAL DIMENSIONS & SPECIFICATIONS





Vehicle and modifications must comply with all Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards.


Seating Capacity - Adults excluding driver: minimum of  thirteen (13) ambulatory passengers; or a minimum of seven (7) ambulatory passengers with the option of a lift & one (1) wheelchair passenger; or a minimum of five (5) with the option of a lift and two (2) wheelchair passengers.

Flooring material shall be exterior grade water-resistant plywood no less than 5/8” thick. 


Floor covering shall be rubber with a minimum of 1/8-inch thickness.  The floor covering shall be color keyed to the interior and seats subject to approval by the purchaser.

Windshield wipers/washers to be manufacturer’s standard OEM with intermittent wiper capability.


Vehicle body paint color shall be white as supplied by OEM.


Rustproofing shall be applied to the entire underbody, including wheelhousing.  Undercoating shall be TST or approved equal.


Bumpers shall be provided at both the front and rear as supplied by OEM in the standard available finish.


The entire body, sides, front, rear, and roof shall be insulated with fiberglass mats or equal.


Air conditioning system shall be the OEM’s largest available BTU output system.  An additional tie-in air conditioning system using a skirt mounted condenser shall be integrated into the vehicle to be compatible with the OEM system and shall provide an additional output of no less than 30,000 BTU/hr.  All hoses, fittings, and clamps shall comply with SAE specification - J2064 Type D and be of a Quik-Click design or equivalent.  Carrier AC or equivalent system will be provided.

PURPOSE OF SPECIFICATIONS





This item shall be a vehicle suitable for public transportation.  The intent for these specifications is to set-forth the minimum performance for a commercial body-on-chassis transit bus.  The vehicle shall be a standard production bus which will be used to transport the general public living in urban and rural areas.  Equipped as an option with a wheelchair lift and securement devices, this vehicle shall accommodate various seating combinations for both ambulatory and wheelchair passengers and will be required to operate on all types of neighborhood streets and rural roads with frequent starts and stops.





All parts not specifically mentioned which are necessary in order to provide a complete vehicle, shall, at a minimum, conform in strength, quality of material and workmanship to what is provided by the automotive industry generally.  All equipment and parts shall be new.





CLASSIFICATION OF VEHICLE CHASSIS AND SERVICE LIFE





The most current production year model chassis available shall be used for this vehicle and shall be of the appropriate GVW rating by the OEM to accommodate the final GVW established for the completed unit by the after-market vehicle manufacturer.  At no time during the after-market manufacturing process shall the original chassis be modified in any way, including the addition of an axle which was not a part of the original chassis supplied by the OEM.

Alternator shall be a minimum of 190 AMP for gasoline engines and 200 AMP for diesel engines.


All body wiring harness shall have color, function and number coded wire.  All wiring harnesses shall be computer tested prior to installation inside the body and shall be inspected after installation to assure electrical systems and lights are functioning properly.


Batteries shall be a dual system supplied with heavy duty commercial use batteries with a minimum of 1500 CCA.  Optional dual 8D will be limited to those chassis which will accommodate their size. Interior lights shall be ceiling mounted with a minimum of six (6) passenger courtesy and one (1) driver courtesy light.  There shall be shielded stepwell light on each step.


Exterior dome clearance lights shall be mounted in a recessed area or shall have an ‘armor type’ protection.


Floor covering shall be rubber with a minimum of 1/8-inch thickness under passenger seats and as supplied by OEM in the driver’s area.  Aisle covering shall be 3/16” thick ribbed. This item shall be a vehicle suitable for public transportation.  The intent for these specifications are to set-forth the minimum performance for a commercial transit bus.  The vehicle shall be a  transit type bus which will be used to transport elderly and disabled persons living in urban and rural areas.  Equipped as an option with a wheelchair lift and securement devices, this vehicle shall accommodate numerous seating combinations for both ambulatory and wheelchair passengers and will be required to operate on all types of neighborhood streets and rural roads with frequent starts and stops placing great demands on the driveline and braking system.





The vehicle to be provided shall be the most current production model vehicle, incorporating the latest engineering changes.  All parts not specifically mentioned which are necessary in order to provide a complete vehicle, shall, at a minimum, conform in strength, quality of material and workmanship to what is provided by the automotive industry generally.  All parts shall be new.





CLASSIFICATION OF VEHICLE





The most current production year model chassis available shall be used for this vehicle and shall be of the appropriate GVWR rating by the OEM to accommodate the final GVWR established for the completed unit by the after-market vehicle manufacturer.  At no time during the after-market manufacturing process shall the original chassis be modified in any way, including the addition of an axle which was not a part of the original chassis supplied by the OEM.





The AHTD useful life standard established  for this vehicle is 7 years/200,000 miles, and the FTA requires the model vehicle proposed to be, or have been, tested at the FTA Bus Testing Facility in this category or a higher service life category.





PRINCIPAL DIMENSIONS AND SPECIFICATIONS





Seating Capacity - Adults excluding driver - minimum of thirty (30) , or  a minimum of twenty-six (26) ambulatory passengers with the option of lift & two (2) wheelchair positions.


Width, overall body not to exceed ninety-six (96)  inches.


Height, interior - 76 inch minimum .								


Width, door (clear) standard - 30 inches minimum.


Diesel rear mounted engine with a minimum of 225HP mounted as to allow ease of access for routine maintenance and major repairs.


Exhaust system shall be corrosion resistant muffler, tail pipe shall terminate at rear corner of body directed downward and away from the curb.


Engine air cleaner shall be dry replacement element and type recommended by manufacturer.


Engine oil system shall be equipped with a spin on type oil filter and the dip stick and oil filter shall be in a readily accessible location.


Transmission shall be an Allison MT643, or appropriate series, automatic type, or an approved equal.  Transmission  shall conform to the manufactures recommendation for a transit application and GVW.  Shall have an external transmission oil cooler and backup alarm is  to be activated when transmission is placed in reverse.


Front/Rear axles shall be load rated to meet a minimum of 12,000 lbs. and 18,000 lbs.,  respectively, to create a  total GVWR  minimum of 30,000 lbs.


Air brakes shall be efficiency rated and one of the heaviest duty available for the GVW and comply with FMVSS 121 or 105.  The air brake system shall be equipped with a Bendix AD-9 Air Dryer or approved equal.  Wheelchair lift equipped vehicles shall have a brake interlock to prevent the vehicle moving while the lift door is open.  In the absence of a true interlock system, a system making the wheelchair lift controls inoperative is acceptable.


Steering shall be hydraulic power steering recommended by manufacturer for the vehicle size provided.


Suspension system shall be load rated and of the heaviest duty available for the GVWR of the vehicle provided with the drive axle to be an air-ride suspension.  


Shock absorbers shall be load rated and of the heaviest duty available.


Tires and wheels shall be rated at a load range G (14 ply) and shall be radials of a type and design commonly used transit application.


Electrical - a) generator/alternator in air-condition or lift equipped vehicles shall be equipped with minimum 190 AMP alternator.  b) Voltage regulator shall be twelve (12) volt solid state.  c)  Batteries - shall be a dual 8D battery system.   Wiring shall be manufacturer’s standard for circuits involved.  A battery  disconnect switch will be located within the battery compartment.


Body design and materials.  The body design shall have a clean, smooth, sleek, compact design, correctly proportioned and properly balanced.  Body and windows shall be sealed to prevent leaking of air, dust, or water under  normal  operating conditions.  The completed body shall meet all applicable FMVSS requirements.  Body materials shall be  fabricated out of aluminum or galvanized steel, with reinforced fiberglass for trim, to extend durability, and provide consistence of appearance throughout the life of the bus.  Detailing shall be kept simple.


Body frame structure and body shell is to be materials integrated and structurally fabricated using minimum 14 gauge on piece body bows and minimum 16 gauge headers, sills and roof channels.  The frame structure as integrated shall be designed to meet the rollover requirements.


Floor shall be 1/2” exterior grade waterproof plywood or 5/8” exterior grade, 5 ply AC grade fir plywood over gauge steel  floor.  Sub-floor is to be 14 gauge steel floor.  Access to the fuel tank sender shall be provided.


Step and stepwell shall be designed and constructed of 16 gauge cold rolled steel or electrogalvinized steel, cleaned  and primed corrosion resistant material.


Doors may be one piece (sedan type) or two (2) panel, folding transit type and supplied with exterior keyed locking mechanism.  Headroom exiting dimension of  seventy-two (72) inch minimum clearance.  Grab handles shall in no way reduce the thirty (30) inch minimum clear width of the entrance way.  


Emergency exits shall be provided at a minimum of  two (2) on each side of the bus, as two (2) hinged escape window.  All windows will be designed and installed in compliance with FMVSS217.


Sash and glass side windows shall be the horizontal top sliding type equipped with latches.  Windows shall be a minimum height of twenty-seven (27) inches.  All glass shall be tinted color smoke gray, 31% light transmitting or OEM Standard.  Side sash glass and rear end glass shall be double density with single density tinting in all other glass.


Lights and reflectors - shall be manufacturer’s standard and incorporate a center mounted brake light just below the rear window and be in compliance with FMVSS and the State of Arkansas requirements.  Directional signals shall  include hazard warning feature as required in FMVSS 108.  Interior lights shall be ceiling mounted with a minimum of six (6) passenger courtesy and one (1) driver’s courtesy light.  There shall be shielded stepwell light on each step.


Passenger seating shall be a combination of transit type seats which permit a center aisle, and shall include forward facing double type fixed seats and shall be Freedman Feather Weight Mid-Hi or approved equal.  Optional passenger seating when lift is required shall be double fold-a-way seats shall be the Freedman Feather Weight Mid-Hi design or approved equal.    Passenger securement belts shall be installed for each passenger location   Minimum knee room on transverse mounted seats shall be 26”.   Upholstery material shall be of a vinyl type commonly utilized in transit type applications and offered in the standard variety of colors.   Optional cloth type upholstery material shall be a heavy cloth type  commonly used in transit applications and offered in the standard variety of colors.  Upholstery colors selection shall blend with the OEM color scheme.  


Driver’s seat shall be a high back air ride.  The seat must include a lumbar support, be air adjustable/air operated and have an arm rest on the right-side armrest.


Floor covering shall be transit rubber 1/8” thick, smooth under passenger seats and in driver’s area.  Aisle covering shall be 3/16” thick ribbed.


Interior finish shall be vinyl clad, aluminum or steel of sufficient thickness or adequately supported to prevent buckling.


Color of the material shall be keyed to the seat color.


Grab rails and stanchions - there shall be a continuous grab rail on each side of the aisle, except for conversion vans where only one (1) grab rail on a side.


Instrument panel shall include the following gauges:  Electric speedometer, odometer, voltmeter, fuel level, oil pressure, water temperature, dual air pressure (air brakes), tachometer, transmission temperature, all warning lights, low air pressure and engine warning  buzzer.


Heater/defroster system shall provide to achieve a 65 degree interior temperature with empty coach when the ambient temperature is 0 F and  shall include a mean to defrost the windshield and driver’s windows.  All  heater blower switches shall have a minimum setting for low, medium, and high.  Driver’s heater shall be rated at a of 12,000 BTU, the rear heater shall be rated at a minimum of 50,000 BTU, and the front heater shall be rated at a minimum of  90,000 BTU. 


Windshield wipers/washers - To be manufacturer’s standard intermittent wipers and OEM washer.


Sun visor shall be OEM standard.


Mirrors - Two (2) exterior mirrors of minimum 54 square inch reflective area, with one (1) on left driver’s and right sides and shall be incorporated with added convex mirrors.  One (1) interior rear view mirror, 6”x16” shall be located above windshield to give driver full view of bus interior.


Exterior finish on vehicle body and cab shall be sanded, primed and painted, color to be white.  Paint shall be Dupont Centari or approved equal and baked on.


Entire underbody, including wheelhousing, shall be undercoated.  Undercoating shall be TST or approved equal. 


Bumpers - Shall be provided at both front and rear of the vehicle.  The finish may be anodized aluminum, steel chrome plated or painted.  If painted, they shall be finished in a black or neutral color that is easily touched-up.


Insulation - The entire body, sides, front, rear, and roof shall be insulated with fiberglass mats or equal.


Air Conditioning shall consist of a front and rear free blowing system providing a   minimum of  100,000 BTU.  The system shall be equal to or better than the AC Industries 1053. All hoses, fittings, and clamps shall comply with SAE specification - J2064 Type D and be of a Quik-Click design or equivalent. Carrier AC or equivalent system will be provided.


Engine fast idle control shall be provided to permit the driver to increase engine idle RPM to a preset RPM  when the transmission is in park or neutral position and the parking brake is set.  The control shall be interlocked so as  to return engine to normal idle RPM, automatically, when the brake is released or the transmission is put in gear.


Optional power lift shall be mounted on the right (curb) side.  Lift must meet all ADA requirements and specifications and have a minimum load rating of 650 pounds.  Lift activation may be by mechanical/electrical means, or by a combination of manual and mechanical/electrical means.  ADA decals shall be affixed to the outside of the vehicle as is appropriate. This vehicle shall meet all ADA requirements for a public transit  vehicle.


Two roof safety hatches shall be located in the roof section of the unit.  Transpec or approved equal shall be provided.


All operating manuals, air conditioning schematics and parts listing in alphabetical order all parts used in the construction of both the body and the chassis.  This list will also include part numbers and descriptions of each part.


Optional power lift shall be mounted  on the right (curb) side.  Lift must meet all ADA requirements and specifications and have a minimum load rating of 650 pounds Lift activation shall be by electro/hyraulic means.   ADA decals shall be affixed to the outside of the vehicle as is appropriate. This vehicle shall meet all ADA requirements for a public transit  vehicle.


Wheelchair securement system shall be installed when optional lift is installed.  Securement system shall be a seven point Q-Straint tiedown with lap and shoulder belts or an equivalent.  A storage pouch, designed to accommodate restraint belts and constructed from commercial type heavy cloth type material, shall be affixed to the inside of the vehicle in a location easily accessible and which does not interfere with passenger comfort or seating placement.


Accessory  Equipment - Vehicle shall be equipped with fully adjustable steering,  public address system,  front tow hooks, and pre-wired for two-way radio.


Automatic back-up safety device shall be installed to proved an audible alarm to operate when vehicle is in reverse.  The Blind Spot Alarm System or approved equal shall be utilized.


Optional luggage/package holder shall be constructed of stainless steel tubing with the length to be determined by application.  The holder will be 24 inches, or less, in depth and shall contain rear and side containment barriers.  Design subject to approval by the purchaser.


Reflective safety tape shall be applied below the passenger window area on both the right and left sides, and on the rear of the vehicle around the perimeter of all emergency windows and doors.  Tape shall be a two-inch wide, high intensity, white reflective type and shall be subject to testing approval by the purchaser. 


All equipment and parts shall be new and conform in strength, quality of material and workmanship to those approved by and generally utilized by the automotive industry and meets all applicable standards.


A placard shall be installed in a location clearly visible to the driver stating the appropriate height restriction for the vehicle.

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APPENDIX A TO INVITATION FOR BID (IFB)





TERMS, CONDITIONS, AND PROVISIONS





All Bidders will adhere to the following terms, conditions, and provisions: 





Legal Requirements:  Bidders must possess, and be in compliance with, all local, state, and federal licensing and other legal requirements for the distribution and/or sales of the motor vehicles and other products proposed; and, upon the request of the Department, shall submit a copy of any such licenses, permits, franchise agreement or other documentation as may be required.





Signatures: All bidders must complete the Bid Quotation Form by  providing  all  required information  and signed in ink.  The Required Federal Certifications and Contractual Provisions (last page of Appendix)  must be completed and signed in ink.





Specification Detail: All bidders shall provide the manufacturer’s specifications in sufficient detail to determine compliance with all specifications set-forth in the advertisement for bids for chassis, body and accessories.  The bidder shall provide scaled floor plan drawings of the proposed vehicle without a lift with seating and the proposed vehicle-seating  configuration with optional lift and wheelchair tiedown spaces for one and two positions.





Warranty and Service Center:  All bidders must have, or identify, a warranty and service location in Arkansas and staffed with factory trained personnel for all vehicles and major component equipment proposed.  Further, the bidder must be able to perform, or have performed, warranty and service on all items not covered by original equipment manufacturer’s warranty.  Any such facility must have an adequate supply of parts to cover vehicle body components and related equipment (i.e., windows, seats, electrical system and lights, air conditioning,  wheelchair lifts and tiedown equipment).





Deviation from Specifications: Any deviation from specifications must be explained in detail in accordance with prescribed procedures for requesting approved alternates to the specifications. Otherwise, it will be considered that labor, materials, and equipment bid is in strict compliance with the specifications and the successful Bidder will be held responsible for meeting the specifications. The request shall specifically refer to the applicable specification paragraph.





Bid Modification or Withdrawal:   A bid may be modified or withdrawn by the bidder's authorized representative in person, or by written notice prior to the date/time set for bid opening. If bids are modified or withdrawn in person, the authorized representative shall make his identity known and shall sign a receipt for the bid.  Written notices shall be received in the office designated in the Department’s Bid Invitation form, no later than the exact date/time for bid opening.  After the sealed price proposals are opened, bids may not be withdrawn for 60 calendar days.





Questions:  A bidder may discuss these specifications, and any addenda with the Department's authorized representative. Such discussions do not, however, relieve bidders from the responsibility of submitting written, documented requests as required by these procedures. Any bidder in doubt as to the true meaning of any part of this IFB or related documents may submit a written request to the Department for interpretation thereof.





Alternates, Clarifications, or Exceptions:  A bidder may submit, to the Department, requests for approved alternates, clarifications, or exceptions to the specifications.  Such requests must be submitted in writing no less than ten  (10) State business days prior to the bid opening date.





Bid Preparation:  Bidders shall submit one (1) copy of their bid on the prescribed form provided in this IFB along with standard floor plan schematics for both the lift and non-lift equipment versions, as applicable, and all other information, material, and certifications as required by this IFB.  It must be plainly marked by the bidder who will be responsible for their completeness and accuracy.  All blank spaces must be filled in or  noted in ink or typed.  Bids having erasures or corrections must be initialed in ink by the bidder. All forms contained herein are to be completed and signed by the Authorized Signee.  No changes shall be made in the wording on the forms.  Bids shall be in the units specified for each item. Prospective contractors must meet all of the following: financial resources adequate to perform the contract; ability to meet the required delivery schedule; satisfactory performance record; satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics; necessary organization, experience, accounting, and operational controls, and technical skills; compliance with applicable licensing and tax laws and regulations; necessary production, construction, and technical equipment and facilities, or the ability to obtain them; and, other qualifications and eligibility criteria  necessary to receive an award under applicable laws and regulation.

Term of Purchase Agreement: The bid award prices subsequent to this bid shall be for the purchase of one or more units for a period of 12 months after the bid award.  





Quantities: Actual total quantities of vehicles that will be ordered are not known at this time.  





Pre-Delivery Inspection:    The transit vehicle shall be delivered to the dealership that is awarded a contract by the Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) complete with all necessary appurtenances and equipment, manufacturer’s certificate of origin, safety inspection, and shall be ready for operation. Upon delivery of the transit vehicle(s) to the dealership, AHTD shall be notified so that the transit vehicle(s) can be inspected and tested before final delivery to AHTD.  AHTD shall not be deemed to have accepted any transit vehicle until it has successfully passed all such tests and inspections in the sole and absolute opinion of the AHTD.  The AHTD will notify the dealership in writing within 15 days of receipt if the transit vehicle has/ has not been accepted.  A letter of non-acceptance or a Motor Vehicle Report will furnish details of the deficiencies.





Delivery: Bid prices shall include delivery of all vehicles to the Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) at the following F.O.B. location, 11302 Baseline Road, Little Rock, Arkansas, and shall include the regular warranty, any Arkansas motor vehicle safety inspection required and service regularly furnished on new vehicles sold to the public.  Delivery shall be determined by signed receipt of the Department’s designated representative at the point of delivery indicated above and may be preceded by an inspection of the unit. Delay in Delivery: In the event of delivery of completed transit vehicle purchased under this contract shall be necessarily delayed because of strike, injunctions, government controls, weather, or by reason of any other cause or circumstance beyond the control of the Bidder, the time of completion of delivery shall be extended by mutual agreement between the AHTD and the Bidder.  





Demonstration: AHTD reserves the right to test drive make and model of vehicles bid on prior to a contract being awarded.  Samples may be demonstrator models with equipment similar, but not necessarily identical, to that listed in this specification.  





Federal Register Standard:  Any equipment furnished on a vehicle purchased under this specification for which “Federal Register Standard” has been established at time of delivery shall comply with the requirements of applicable standard and all equipment required by said standard shall be furnished whether or not it is specifically mentioned in this specification.





Operator’s Manual:  The successful bidder shall furnish copy of Operator’s Manual published by vehicle manufacturer with each vehicle delivered.





Advertisements: No dealer advertisement shall be affixed to the vehicle.





Serviced: Each vehicle shall be completely serviced, cleaned and thoroughly inspected (in accordance with manufacturer’s required or recommended pre-delivery service) just prior to delivery to the AHTD.





Vehicle OEM Warranty - The successful bidder shall not allow any contractors/manufacturers to perform any manufacturing process, component installation, or take any other action which will violate or otherwise cause the vehicle OEM to withdraw their full and complete warranty.





Warranties:  The successful bidder shall furnish all warranty data for each vehicle delivered, as well as any warranty data for non-OEM components installed.  The warranty data shall contain all necessary information such as make, model, serial number, etc., and shall be appropriately executed and assigned at the time vehicle is delivered to AHTD.





Documents:  The successful bidder shall furnish, at the time of delivery to AHTD, all necessary documents required for titling and licensing the vehicle in accordance with all law and regulations.  An original invoice to Public Transportation Section, AHTD, P.O. Box 2261,  Little Rock,  AR 72203 for each vehicle must also be included. 





Compliance: The vehicle shall conform in all respects to the applicable Motor Vehicle Laws of the State of Arkansas.  The vehicle shall also, at a minimum, conform to applicable Federal Motor Vehicle Safety Standards (FMVSS).





Certification Tag:  The dealer or manufacturer shall affix a certification tag inside the vehicle that states the actual passenger design capacity including the driver.





The Department shall adhere to the following: 





Payment Schedule: The Department shall make payment in full within thirty (30) days after acceptance of each unit provided that the Bidder has submitted an advance notice of invoice fifteen (15) days prior to delivery of each unit/or spare parts and an official final invoice upon delivery.  Bidder shall make the "Certificate of Origin" in the name of organization stipulated in the Department’s Purchase Order(s).





Qualifications for Award:  The award, if any, shall be the lowest priced responsive and responsible bidder. Responsible bidders shall be determined, in part, through the following criteria. The bidder must be a person, firm or corporation that: a) Has in operation, or has the capability to have in operation, a licensed dealership or manufacturing plant adequate to assure delivery of all equipment within the time specified under this contract; b) Has adequate engineering and/or service personnel or has the capability to have such personnel to satisfy any engineering or service problems that may arise during the warranty period; c) Has the necessary facilities and financial resources, or has the capability to obtain such facilities and resources, to complete the contract in a satisfactory manner within the required time.





Investigations:  The Department reserves the right to make such investigations as it may deem necessary to establish the competency and financial ability of any Bidder to perform the work.  If, after the investigation, the evidence of competency and financial ability is not satisfactory, the Department reserves the right to reject the Bid.





Bidder Review Procedures:  All sections of this IFB and all supplementary documents are essential parts of the bid award and performance contract and requirements occurring in one or as though occurring in all. These specifications and all other clauses in their entirety shall be included in, and made a part of, the contract between the Department and the successful bidder. 





Interpretation, Changes, and Modifications:  Any interpretation, change, or modification made to the specifications by  the Department will be made only by a written addendum. A copy of such addendum will be mailed or delivered to each bidder receiving a set of documents and shall be applicable to all respective bidders.





Bid Postponement and Amendment:  The Department reserves the right to revise or amend the specifications. Such revisions and amendments, if any, shall be announced by addenda to this solicitation. Copies of such addenda shall be furnished to all prospective bidders. If the revisions and amendments require changes in quantities or prices bid, or both, the date set for opening bids may be postponed by such number of days as, in the opinion of the Department, shall enable bidders to revise their bids. In any case, bid opening shall be at least 5 working days after the last addendum, and the addendum shall include an announcement of the new date, if applicable, for opening bids.





Public Bid Opening:  Bids shall be publicly opened and read aloud at the time and place indicated in the Department’s  Bid Invitation. Their content, including documents marked proprietary, shall be made public for the information of bidders and other interested parties, who may be present, either in person or by representatives.





Award of Contract:  Any award will be made by written notice  to the successful Bidder within sixty (60) days after the opening of the bids.  Bids must therefore remain valid for sixty (60) days from date of the bid opening. Each item will be awarded to one bidder only.





Responsiveness:  The Department shall determine responsiveness by the Bidder’s adherence to the specifications as defined herein or by addenda; completeness of bid, and satisfactory submittal of fully executed bid forms and certifications, and bid and performance bonds. Responsiveness to this bid shall also be determined by the Bidder’s substantiation of qualifications, including consideration of past performance.





Bid Rejection:  The Department reserves the right to waive any and all minor bid informalities or  irregularities received, or to reject, for good and compelling reasons, any and all bids submitted.  Conditional bids, or those which take exceptions to the specifications, will be considered nonresponsive and will be rejected. 





Single Bid Response:  If only one bid is received in response to the invitation for bids, a detailed cost proposal may be requested of the single bidder. A cost/price analysis and evaluation and/or audit may be performed of the cost proposal in order to determine if the price is fair and reasonable.





Addenda:   Addenda issued by the Department prior to the bid opening shall be binding as if written into the original IFB.

Prohibited Interest: The Bidder hereby certifies that no member, officer, employee of the Department during his or her tenure or for one (1) year thereafter shall have any interest, direct or indirect, in any bid award or the proceeds therefrom.

Clean Water:  The Bidder agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, as amended, 33 USC 1251 et seq.  The Bidder agrees to report each violation to the Department and understands and agrees that the Department will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.  The Bidder also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA.





Clean Air:  The Bidder agrees to comply with all applicable standards, orders or regulations issued pursuant to the Clean Air Act, as amended, 42 USC 7401 et seq.  The Bidder agrees to report each violation to the Department and understands and agrees that the Department will, in turn, report each violation as required to assure notification to FTA and the appropriate EPA Regional Office.  The Bidder also agrees to include these requirements in each subcontract exceeding $100,000 financed in whole or in part with Federal assistance provided by FTA





Bus Testing:  The Bidder certifies that the vehicle(s) offered in this procurement complies with 49 USC A5323(c) and FTA’s implementing regulation at 49 CFR Part 665 and shall perform the following:  1) A manufacturer of a new bus model or a bus produced with a major change in components or configuration shall provide a copy of the final test report to the Department prior to the Department’s final acceptance of the first vehicle. 2) A manufacturer who releases a report under paragraph 1 above shall provide notice to the operator of the testing facility that the report is available to the public.  3) If the manufacturer represents that the vehicle was previously tested, the vehicle being offered should have the identical configuration and major components as the vehicle in the test report, which must be provided to the Department prior to final acceptance of the first vehicle. Rights and Remedies - The duties and obligations imposed by the bid award and the rights and remedies available thereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations, rights and remedies otherwise imposed by law.  No action or failure to act by the Department or Bidder shall constitute a waiver of any right or duty afforded any of them under the bid award, nor shall any such action or failure to act constitute an approval of or acquiescence in any breach thereunder, except as may be specifically agreed in writing.  





Changes:  Any proposed changes in a Bidder’s award contract shall be submitted to Department in writing for its prior approval.





These required Federal certifications and contractual provisions for vehicle procurement by the Department under the Federal Transit Administration Grant Programs must be completed and signed in order that the bid shall be considered responsive.  In signing this document, I declare under penalties of perjury that the certifications and assurances, and any other statements made by me, are true and correct.
