CONDITIONS

1. ACCEPTANCE AND REJECTION:  The Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department (AHTD) reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to accept bids in whole or in part (unless otherwise indicated by bidder), to waive any informalities in bids received, to accept bids on materials or equipment with variations from specifications where efficiency of operation will not be impaired, and to award bids to best serve the interest of the State.

2. PRICES:  Unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, the following will apply: (1) unit prices shall be bid, (2) prices should be stated in units of quantity specified (feet, each, lbs., etc.), (3) prices must be F.O.B. destination specified in bid, (4) prices must be firm and not subject to escalation, (5) bid must be firm for acceptance for 30 days from bid opening date.  In case of errors in extension, unit prices shall govern.  Discounts from bid price will not be considered in making awards.

3. BID BONDS AND PERFORMANCE BONDS:  If required, a Bid Bond in the form of a cashier’s check, certified check, or surety bond issued by a surety company, in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation, must accompany bid.  Personal and company checks are not acceptable as Bid Bonds.  Failure to submit a Bid Bond as required will cause a bid to be rejected.  The Bid Bond will be forfeited as liquidated damages if the successful bidder fails to provide a required Performance Bond within the period stipulated by AHTD or fails to honor their bid.  Cashier’s checks and certified checks submitted as Bid Bonds will be returned to unsuccessful bidders; surety bonds will be retained.  The successful bidder will be required to furnish a Performance Bond in an amount stated in the Bid Invitation and in the form of a cashier’s check, certified check, or surety bond issued by a surety company, unless otherwise stated in the Bid Invitation, as a guarantee of delivery of goods/services in accordance with the specifications and within the time established in the bid.  Personal and company checks are not acceptable as Performance Bonds.  In some cases, a cashier’s check or certified check submitted as a Bid Bond will be held as the Performance Bond of the successful bidder.  Cashier’s checks or certified checks submitted as Performance Bonds will be refunded shortly after payment has been made to the successful bidder for completion of all terms of the bid; surety bonds will be retained.  Surety bonds must be issued by a surety company authorized to do business in Arkansas, and must be signed by a Resident Local Agent licensed by the Arkansas State Insurance Commissioner to represent that surety company.  Resident Agent’s Power-of-Attorney must accompany the surety bond.  Certain bids involving labor will require Performance Bonds in the form of surety bonds only (no checks of any kind allowed).  In such cases, the company issuing the surety bond must comply with all stipulations herein and must be named in the U. S. Treasury listing of companies holding Certificates of Authority as acceptable sureties on Federal Bonds and as acceptable reinsuring companies.  Any excess between the face amount of the bond and the underwriting limitation of the bonding company shall be protected by reinsurance provided by an acceptable reinsuring company.

4. TAXES:  The AHTD is not exempt from Arkansas State Sales and Use Taxes, or local option city/county sales taxes, when applicable, and bidders are responsible to the State Revenue Department for such taxes.  These taxes should not be included in bid prices, but where required by law, will be paid by the AHTD as an addition thereto, and should be added to the billing to the AHTD.  The AHTD is exempt from Federal Excise Taxes on all commodities except motor fuels; and excise taxes should not be included in bid prices except for motor fuels.  Where applicable, tax exemption certificates will be furnished by the AHTD.

5. “ALL OR NONE” BIDS:  Bidders who wish to bid “All or None’ on two or more items shall so stipulate on the face of bid sheet; otherwise, bid may be awarded on an individual item basis.

6. SPECIFICATIONS:  Complete specifications should be attached for any substitution or alternate offered, or where amplification is necessary.  Bidder’s name must be placed on all attachments to the bid.

7. EXCEPTIONS TO SPECIFICATIONS:  Any exceptions to the bid specifications must be stated in the bid.  Any exceptions to manufacturer’s published literature must be stated in the bid, or it will be assumed that bidder is bidding exactly as stated in the literature.

8. BRAND NAME REFERENCES:  All brand name references in bid specifications refer to that commodity or its equivalent, unless otherwise stated in Bid Invitation.  Bidder should state brand or trade name of item being bid, if such name exists.

9. FREIGHT:  All freight charges should be included in bid price.  Any change in common carrier rates authorized by the Interstate Commerce Commission will be adjusted if such change occurs after the bid opening date.  Receipted common carrier bills that reflect ICC authorized rate changes must be furnished.

10. SAMPLES AND LITERATURE:  Samples or technical literature must be provided within 14 days of AHTD request unless AHTD extends time.  Failure to provide samples or literature within this period may cause bid to be rejected.  When required, samples of items must be furnished free of charge, prior to or after the opening of bids, and, if not destroyed, will be returned upon request at the bidder’s expense.  Each individual sample must be labeled with bidder’s name and item number.  Request for return of samples must be made within 10 days following submission of sample.  Samples from successful bidders will be retained for comparison with items actually furnished.

11. GUARANTY:  Unless otherwise indicated in Bid Invitation, it is understood and agreed that any item offered or shipped on this bid shall be newly manufactured, latest model and design, and in first class condition; and that all containers shall be new, suitable for storage or shipment and in compliance with all applicable laws relating to construction, packaging, labeling and registration.

12. BACKORDERS OR DELAY IN DELIVERY:  Backorders or failure to deliver within the time required may constitute default.  Vendor must give written notice to the AHTD, as soon as possible, of the reason for any delay and the expected delivery date.  The AHTD has the right to extend delivery if reasons appear valid.  If reason or delivery date is not acceptable, vendor is in default.

13. DEFAULT:  All commodities furnished will be subject to inspection and acceptance by AHTD after delivery.  Default in promised delivery or failure to meet specifications authorizes the AHTD to cancel award or any portion of same, to reasonably purchase commodities or services elsewhere and to charge full increase, if any, in cost and handling to defaulting vendor.  Applicable bonds may be forfeited.

14. ETHICS:  “It shall be a breach of ethical standards for a person to be retained, or to retain a person, to solicit or secure a State contract upon an agreement of understanding for a commission, percentage, brokerage, or contingent fee, except for retention of bona fide employees or bona fide established commercial selling agencies maintained by the contractor for the purpose of securing business.”  (Arkansas Code, Annotated, Section 19-11-708).

CLEANING, REPAIRING, AND WATERPROOFING EXTERIOR PLASTER SURFACES

CENTRAL OFFICE MAIN BUILDING

LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS

SCOPE
Work under this item shall consist of Cleaning, Repairing, and Waterproofing Exterior Plaster Surfaces of the Arkansas Highway and Transportation Department Central Office Main Building, located at 10324 Interstate 30, Little Rock, Arkansas, as called for in these Specifications, or as directed by the Engineer.  These Specifications cover the furnishing of all materials, labor, tools, equipment, machinery, drayage, rigging, fees, permits and any and all incidental items required for complete Cleaning, Repairing, and Waterproofing Exterior Plaster Surfaces.

DESCRIPTION

All exterior texcoat "stuccoed" plaster surfaces including stairwell enclosure at the east end of building, all vertical columns, and the enclosure for the elevators, restrooms, mechanical rooms and lobbies of the building shall be cleaned, repaired, and coated/waterproofed.  This work shall restore the above noted portions of the building to a clean, white, uniform in color, appearance.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

The applicable portions of the General Provisions of the Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department Standard Specifications for Highway Construction, Edition of 1996, together with applicable Special Provisions, shall govern where appropriate.

LOCAL CONDITIONS
Bidders are required to visit the site prior to submission of proposal to familiarize themselves with local conditions, including general characteristics of the building and site, and accessibility of the work.  The Contractor is advised that the building is a 10-story structure with hoist hooks located under top floor eaves.

PERMITS, INSPECTIONS, AND TAXES

The Contractor, if awarded a Contract for Cleaning, Repairing, and Waterproofing Exterior Plaster Surfaces, shall give all necessary notices; obtain and pay for all permits, licenses, certificates, inspection and other legal fees required and other costs in connection with his work, both permanent and temporary, including utility taps and/or connections; file all necessary plans; prepare all documents and obtain all necessary approvals of all governmental departments having jurisdiction; and obtain required certificates of inspection for his work and deliver same to the Department.
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The Contractor shall include in the work, without extra cost to the Department, all labor, materials, services, apparatus, drawings, and related items in order to comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, whether or not called for in these Specifications.

The Contractor shall include in his bid all State Sales Tax, Social Security Taxes, State Unemployment Compensation Insurance, and all other such items of like nature.  It is the intent that the bid shall represent the total cost to the Department of all work included in this Contract.

EXAMINATION OF SPECIFICATIONS
Before submitting a proposal, each bidder shall examine the Specifications and shall become fully informed as to the extent and character of the work to be performed.  No consideration will be given to alleged misunderstandings of materials to be furnished or work required under this Contract.  Submission of a proposal is an implied consent to the conditions of the Plans and Specifications.

QUALITY OF MATERIAL

All material, appliances or appurtenances furnished under these Specifications shall be new and unused and shall be free from defects and imperfections.  Any material, appliance or appurtenance thereto found to be defective shall be replaced by the Contractor at no cost to the Arkansas Highway and Transportation Department.  All material shall comply with the requirements and applicable provisions of the Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department Standard Specifications for Highway Construction, Edition of 1996, applicable Special Provisions and these Specifications.  Any material not covered in the Specifications above shall be approved by the Engineer.

SUBSTITUTION OF MATERIAL

It is intended that the Contractor may have the option of substituting a material or appliance that will perform the function or service equally as well as the one named.  The Engineer shall be given written notice two (2) weeks prior to the proposed use of a substitution so that a decision can be made as to the equal merits of the two (2) products.  No substituted items shall be installed until written approval is received by the Contractor.  

ACCESS TO THE WORK

The Engineer or his representatives shall have access to the work at all times, shall be permitted to approach, enter or examine all stages or phases of the work as it progresses, and shall have the authority to reject work which is defective in workmanship or material.
REQUIRED SUPERVISION
The Contractor shall keep on the job at all times, when work is in progress, a competent superintendent satisfactory to the Engineer.  The superintendent shall represent  the  Contractor in his  absence  and  all  instructions  given  to  him  shall  be binding on the Contractor.  Workmanship shall be by craftsmen skilled, and licensed where applicable, in their trade and shall be in accordance with the best standard practice.
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INSURANCE

The Contractor shall carry Worker's Compensation Insurance as required by Arkansas Law.  In case any hazardous occupations are required for the execution of work which are not covered by the above Insurance, special Employer's Liability Policies shall be obtained to cover workers engaged in such hazardous occupations.  The Contractor shall procure and maintain, during the life of the Contract, Contractor's Public Liability Insurance in the amount of not less than $250,000/$500,000 limits, and Property Damage Insurance in the amount of not less than $250,000/$500,000 limits.

ACCIDENT PREVENTION
Precaution shall be exercised at all times for the protection of persons and property.  The safety provisions of applicable laws and building and construction codes shall be observed.  Machinery, equipment and other hazards shall be guarded in accordance with safety provisions of the Manual of Accident Prevention in Construction, published by the Associated General Contractors of America, to the extent that such provisions are not in contravention of applicable laws.  The Contractor shall be responsible for any damage which may be caused by workers during the performance of the work.
PROTECTION OF EXISTING BUILDING AND FACILITIES

The Contractor is advised that the work is to be performed on an existing building which is occupied.  The Contractor shall exercise care and caution to prevent interference with those working in this building and the surrounding facilities.  The Contractor is also advised that he is responsible for protecting the existing facilities and occupants against damage or injury from his workers, work in progress or the elements.

DELIVERY AND PROTECTION OF MATERIALS
Delivery, protection and acceptance of materials at the work site is the Contractor's responsibility, including any losses due to theft, vandalism or accidental damage.

CLEAN-UP

The Contractor shall not allow any waste material or rubbish caused by his employees to accumulate in or about the premises but shall promptly remove same.  At completion of the work, all rubbish, tools, scaffolding and surplus materials shall be removed and the Contractor shall leave the site clean and ready to use.

CONTRACT TIME LIMIT
The Contractor shall begin within ten (10) days after notice to begin and shall complete the work within thirty (30) working days.
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MATERIALS AND CONSTRUCTION METHODS

All portions of the Central Office Main Building previously referred to (all exterior texcoat "stuccoed" plaster surfaces) shall be cleaned, repaired, and coated/waterproofed as follows:

A. All surfaces shall be thoroughly cleaned of dirt and contaminates, either by pressure washing or by a combination of detergent or cleaning solution and pressure washing.  Any cleaning agent used shall be biodegradable and shall have no adverse effect on surrounding turf, shrubs, ground cover or adjacent portions of the building.  Pressure washing pressure shall not exceed 2000 psi and this operation shall be observed carefully to prevent the existing coating from being "blown away".

B. All surfaces shall be visually inspected and any loose and/or cracked plaster shall be "cut-back" and repaired with a material that is compatible with the substrate and the new waterproof coating.  All patched areas, when completely repaired, shall be in the same plane as the existing texcoat.

NOTE:  Extreme care shall be taken to protect surrounding building, vehicles, appurtenances, etc., from spray and/or over-spray.  In the event this takes place, it shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to clean or replace damaged items as required and directed by the Department.

C.
After all required surface preparation (cleaning, repairing, and incidentals) has been completed, all texcoat surfaces shall be completely coated/waterproofed.  These surfaces shall be coated/waterproofed by applying  one (1) coat of Dow Corning ALLGUARD Primer and two (2) coats of Dow Corning ALLGUARD Elastomeric Waterproofing Coating, Dow Corning Corporation, or approved equivalent.

All work shall be performed strictly in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions and recommendations.

GUARANTEES

All materials and workmanship shall be guaranteed against defects for a period of two (2) years from date of acceptance by the Arkansas State Highway and Transportation Department.  The elastomeric waterproofing coating material shall be warranted for a period of ten (10) years.  The Warranty of the material(s) by the supplier(s) shall be in writing to the Contractor, who will forward copies to the Department for a permanent record.
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METHOD OF MEASUREMENT

Cleaning, Repairing, and Waterproofing Exterior Plaster Surfaces, complete and in place, as called for in these Specifications, or as directed by the Engineer and accepted, will be measured for payment by the "Lump Sum".

BASIS OF PAYMENT
Work completed and accepted under this item and measured as provided above, will be paid for at the lump sum price bid for "Cleaning, Repairing, and Waterproofing Exterior Plaster Surfaces", which price shall be full compensation for all materials, labor, tools, equipment, machinery, drayage, rigging, fees, permits, guarantees, and any and all incidental items required to complete the work.
