T h e  S t a t e  H i g h w a y

vehicle miles traveled by the 
year 2010.  In 2006, the 
State’s fatality rate was       
2.08 fatalities per 100 million 
vehicle miles traveled.  In 
2007, this decreased to 2.01 
fatalities per 100 million 
vehicle miles traveled.

System ranks 12th in mileage 
and the State ranks 41st in 
total revenues per mile.

As of January 1, 2008, the 
state-administered highway 
system totaled 16,438 miles 
or 17% of the 99,563 miles of 
public roads in Arkansas.

Only 8% of bridges in 
Arkansas and 4% of the 
bridges on Arkansas State 
highways are structurally 
deficient compared to 12% of 
the nation’s bridges.

The Division also administers 
Federal-aid highway funds 
available for county roads. In

95 projects on 271 miles and     
7 bridges were contracted at a 
total cost of $24.2 million.

$13 million annually. These 
programs are supported by 
the Mass Transit Account 
that is funded by a 2.86¢ per 
gallon federal fuel tax and 
Federal General Revenues.
